BUTTER CAKES

One cake yeast, 1 cup milk scald-
ed and cooled, 2 tablespoons sugar
(leave this out if you wish), 2 table-
spoons melted butter. 1 cup luke-
warm milk, 2 1-2 cups sifted bread
flour, 2 eggs, 1 teaspoon salt, Dis-
solve the yeast and sugar in luke-
warm milk. Add the shortening,
then the flour gradually, the ocggs
well beaten and salt. Beat until bat-
ter is smooth. Cover and let stand
in warm place one hour, free from
draughts, to rise. When light roll
out to one inch thickness and let
rise for 1-2 tours, then fry on hot
griddle with exteremely little or not
fat if griddle is well kept. Serve
immediatelv. If these are allowed to
get cold they may be split and
toasted for the next meal.

Dairy Butter
Producers

Dairy butter producers are
required to register and make a
monthly declaration of their
sales and consumption to théir
Local Ration Board.

Coupons must be collected and
turned in for all sales. If the
producer’s household consumes
butter at the ration rate or in
excess of it, all butter Coupons
valid for the month must be
surrendered from the ration
books of the houschold. If the
consumption is lower than the
ration rate, only the appropriate
number of valid butter Coupons
need be surrendered. A com-
bined declaration and return

tent not exceeding 50 per cent by
weight, This regulation is strictly
enforced, You are allowed 1 1-4
pounds of sausages per coupon which
means that there is over a pound
of actual meat. The same thing has
been done with certain cuts to al-
low for the bone. This whole question
was thoroughly considered by the
Wartime Prices and Trade Board
and the Department of Pensions and
National Health when it was decid-
ed to ration meats.

A friend of mine purchased
some furniture in March from a
dealer and pald cash for it. The
delivery was arranged for June. Is
this illegal? Is it lawful for the
dealer to buy back the furniture
under WPTB regulations?

A. It is legal to pay cash for goods
and arrange the delivery date fnr a
future time. WPTB regulations con-
cerning the delivery of goods state,
among othe~ things, that a dealer
shall not accept goods for return af-
ter twelve days of purchase unless
the gocds are found to be defective
in workmanship. If the goods are
paid for and undelivered. it would
be a matter of arrangement between
your friend and the dealer, if he
wished to buy the furniture back
