JOHN HENRY GATES

One of Charlottetown’s oldest and
nost respected residents has passed
wway, in the person of Mr. John Hen-
'y Gates, who had attained the very
‘ipe old age of 94 years. He was a
Jative of London, England, and was
Jorn on January 5, 1825. He was a
man of remarkable vitality and pre-
served his faculties almost unimpair-
2d to the end. On Thursday he was
»ut driving as usual, enjoying a form
f recreation of which he had been
‘ond from his youth up, and' in the
ifternoon was about town as usual.
About an hour after retiring, he
iwakened and complained to his wife
) a slight pain in the region of his
heart, also of a smothering feeling.
Two hours later, his spirit peacefully
nassed away.

The late Mr. Gates came to P. E
‘sland with his parents as a boy and
had resided in Charlottetown for up
wards of four score years. The most
memorable incident in connection with
his life was his voyage in the famous
brig “Polly,” which left here with a
wmber of stalwart young Islanders
for California in 1849. If we mistake
not he was the last survivor of that
sturdy and daring band of “Forty-nin-
ers” from P. E. Island. He remained
‘n California for three years and then
‘eturned: home, where he ‘had lived
aver since.

Mr, Gates was particularly interest-
¥ in agriculture and was noted as 2
horseman of knowledge and experi-
ance. He accumulated through his
industry and economy, considerable
means and passed his time attending
o his various properties and indulg-
ng his taste for agriculture and in
Jdriving. He always possessed one
of the best roadsters in the province
ind summer and winter would be met
with upon the highways or about the
streets of the city, taking his favorite
pastime, f

He was a man of sterling qualities,
respected by all who knew him, and
will indeed be greatly missed.

LIQUOR IMPORTS

L

i .MELBOURVE July 31—“Is it =
fact” asked Senator Newland of
South Austraiia in the Federal Senate
recently,“that 600 barrels of Canad-
fan whiskey were brought to Austra-
lia by one mail steamer prior to April
25, and that space could not be found
on the same steamer for a shipment
of lead pencils for the use.of school
children?” .

Senator Russel, for the govern-
ment  stated that it was a fact that
the Canadian whiskey was brought to
Australia on the mail steamer, as im-
portations were allowed to the ex-
tent of 70 per cent of a firm’'s average
impbrtations for 1916 to 1917. If the
facts concerning lead penclls were:
correct the matter was one over
which the Comnionwealth Govern:
ment had no control.
