past, Our past exertiofic have been
great enough to make a draw out of|
the war; greater efforts will be need-
ed to make it a victory.We have never
ceased to argue that it is only*bhy our
own efforts that this war can be won,
and not by the efforts of such nations
as Greece, Serbia, Roumania, or by
the favor of the United States. We|
have also been warned against sup-

posing that the German people know
that.they have lost the war and are
ready for peace at any price, or that

the naval blockade will starve Ger-|
many into submission.

The Pinch.of Hunger.

But ‘being resolved to do all in our
power to heat the German armies in
the field, we are entitled to what
comfort we can extract from Ger-
many’s internal condition. There is
every reason to believe that it is bad
and. growing steadily worse, because
of lack of food, though the captures
in ‘Roumania may tide the German
population over the Winter. Recently
articles . have been published* from
two Amerjcans who have spent some
time in Germany, the more notable
series being those of D. Thomag Cui-
tin, formerly of Boston, in the Lon-
don Times, and the others by Made
leine Z. Doty in the New York Tri-
bune and the Boston Trauscript.
These agree that food is: scarce and
dear in Germany, and that there is
much  dissatisfaction among - the’
civilian population.
