legislation. The strong feature in
Ontario was the very vigorous way
in which the 'Government undertook
to enforce the law by means of an
organised - stafl of police detectives,
the head of which was a former Me-
thodist minister who had gone into
the work from a sense of duty, and
was aoing great service. The Gov-
ernment had put all the resonrces of
the Government behind the law. 3

Mr, Rogers said that what was
really wanted was to prevent the im-
portation of liquor; a Dominion pro-
hibitory law it seemed to him would
cover the ground,

Dr. Shearer said that there was
some talk of enlarging the Scott Act
provincially 'so that when, as in this
province, the province had gone to
the limits of its powers in respect of
prohibition, it would be possible to
supplement it to give effect to ths
will of the people in the direction ol
preventing the importation, i

The chairman said that he was in-
clined to think that prohibition un-

der the Scott Ac¢t was not as well
.enforced as under other laws, It
seemed an  extremely difficult thing

{to get a satisfactory enforcement of

the liquor law unless
of it was outside the municipality
and  therefore independent of the
varving attitudes of local opinion,
Mr. Wilson - ‘said that at the last
meeting of the Temperance Alliance
of this province there were reports
submitted which showed on good au-
thority that the enforcement of the
Act in  this Island had been much
better ¥ than for several years pre-
vious, and since then prosecutions
had been more diligent. The two
problems that faced the Temperance!
party in the Island were the the doc-
tors legalizing the sale, and the
beer ‘dens and beer haunts found all
about,

Having obtained from the meeting
the statement that only the sale of
anything containing more than three
per cent. of alcohol was illegal, Dr.
Shearer eaid that in Nova Scotia
the sale of anything containing al-
cohol was prohibited, and that was
found . of the greatest assistance in
enforcing the prohib tion law, and he
suggested the law here being changed
to what it was in Nova Scotia.

Mr. Schurman, as' Secretary of the
Temperance  Alliance, reporting on
tae state of prohibition enforcement
in this province, said that the out-
look at present .had never been
brighter; he did not think that there
had ever heen a time when there was
80 little liquor traffic and conditions
were so favorable to the temperance
autborities for the enforcement ot
the law; they had the sympathy of
every official from the Attorney Gen-
eral down in the work. Of course,
they had difficulties; they would ai-
ways have. One great difficulty was
in getting evidence to prove the sale
of liquor. Still the strides they had
made were great. They had public
opiuion with them, and were getting
every assistance.

The chairman said that as that
was a representative gathering he
did not think it would be out of

the enforcing

lines suggested, for the change of the
law here to what it was in Nova
Scotia, making it an offence to sell
anything containing alcohol, apart
from patent medicines.

THE EDUCATIONAL SIDE.

Mr. Campbell, speaking on the edu-
cational aspect, said that he was
very much interested in the educa-
tion of the young along temperance
lines, and a great deal of what was
to be done depended on the teachers
and the spirit in which the teachers
regarded that matter. He thought
they had a very fine class of teachers
in P, H. Island, and that a very
large proportion - of them were in
favor of temperance and would do
their utmost to inculcate temperance
principles in the children under their
care. They had to teach temperance
in their schools, inasmuch as they
had to teach hygiene, that being a
¢ompulsory subject. At the recent
teachers’ convention Mr. Wilson had
read an admirable paper on temper-
ance which had  been favorably re-
ceived, and the teachers had impress-
ed upon one another the great im-
portance of this work. : He /thoug.ht
a great deal depended on the train-
ing of the children in regard to this
matter; boys and girls would grow
up to do just what their parents did
in this respect. He would be very
glad to do anything he could in any
way that was open to him to in-
crease the teaching of this matter in
the schools.

The chairman made a few remarks
in regard to’ the redemptive work
that had heen done in the province,
paying that some good work had
been done within the flast few years,
and private munificence had sent
many to homes for treatment.

As to the suggestion for the sug-

Parents were
either too prudish and old-fashioned
to instruct their children in these
matters and something had got to be
done to teach them that they were
ruining = their lives, and to check
them at the start and prevent them
getting to the stage Dr. Fullerton
had described. " He was in favor of
educational methods of the kind that
had been started in Ontario, and he
moved that a Committee be appoint-
ed to take the matter up of advising
the best means for meeting those
conditions and to bring it before the
Government,
. The following were the Committee
appointed: Rev. Dr. Fullerton (Con-
vener), Canon  8impson, Rev. Mr.
Marshall, and - Messrs. Bentley and
Schurman.

POLITICAL PURITY, *

THE LADIES' MEETING

The ladies’ mecting at four o’clock
was opened with the singing of hymn
140, a Bible reading, and a short ad-
dress by Rev. Mr. Taylor in which he
thanked the ladies for their large at-
tendance and their interest in - the
subject to be discussed, closing by
introducing the Speaker, Dr. Shear-
er, With a few introductory remarks
the doctor proceceded with his sub-
ject ‘“The White Slave Traffic.”

Why it was called the White = Slave
Traffic he said, he did not know for it
was one of the blackest vices that be-
set the world today and is not car-
ried on among the white people only.

He spoke of the terrible havoc re-
sulting from this traffic upon the so-
cial and external happiness of homes,
and communities and illustrated thes
facts by incidents which were brought
to his knowledge. ‘‘What is the ex-
tent of this traffic may be asked.
Based upon by intimate knowledge
my conviction is that there are not
less than thousands of Canadian girls
victimized each year.’” 8o great had
the traflic become that between 50
and 60 goveruments of as many
countries have entered into an in-
ternational treaty to suppress it.
And the causes of this traffic are so|
simple, yet far-reaching. They are:

Ignorance on the part of the geheér-
al public with regard to the magni-
tude of the traffic; ignorance on the
part of the parents as to the perils
that ‘beset the paths of the boy and
girl; ignorance of the young people
themselves in regard to their na-
tures. 1

Three years ago
States alone, approximately 60,000
had been demoralized and 800,000
were engaged in the nefarious trade
and to every girl that is victimized
there are from 5§ to 10 boys. Dur-
ing the year one fifth of the approxis
mate number died as a result of the
life they led. .

There was lack of informa-
tion. The parents were to pru-
dery., The yvoung were not taught
enough about themseélves. He
thought the parents should instruct
them more fully in these matters, not
flippantly or cold-bloodedly but in a
reverential manner, Rooks, too, had
a large influence on the minds of the
young, and the demand for depraved
literature was beyond conception.
