One person out of every five
who gets pneumonia dies. Almost
as many persons die from pneum-
on.a each year as from consump-
tion. In the United States and
Canada, 150,000 people die from
pneumonia each year, which means
that 750,000 have it every year. A
person ‘who gets pneumonia usu-
ally is unable to work for several
weeks. It~ often leaves weak
hearts and lungs. People with
pneumonia who stay up and about
too long generally die. They must
not get up to go to the bath-room
or for any other purpose. It is
dangerous. They must use a 'bed-
pan or urinal,

FACTS ABOUT PNEUMONIA;

Pneumonia is spread by cough-
ing, sneez ng, spitting, or hand-
ling articles soiled by discharges
from the nose and throat. Pneum-
on.a sometimes follows measles,
whooping cough, influenza or
grippe, childbirth, irritation from
gases, dust and chemical fumes,
severe injurious operations per-
formed with ether or chloroform,
overwork, lack of sleep and exer-
cise, excessive smok.ng, exposure,
sudden changes in ways of living,
brathing bad air etc. Do not take
aspir.n or cough medicine without
the doctor's orders. Pneumonia is
infectious.

HOW TO TELL PNEUMONIA.

Pneumonia comes when a per-
son is run down, often following
a neglected cold. It usually starts
with a severe chill, great prostra-
tion, loss of appetite, heavy sen-
sation in the chest generally made
worse by coughing or breathing,
followed in a few hours by bloody
sp.t. Sometimes" there is no chill
or pain in the chest but only rapid
breathing and blueness of the lip.
If you have any of these signs or
symptoms, go to bed at once and
call a physican.

HOW TO PREVENT
PNEUMONIA.

Keep the discharges from noses
and throats of other people away
from you. Keep your hands, pen-
cils and other such things away
from your mouth. Cover your
mouth 'when sneezing or coughing.
Boil all eating utensils after using.
Do not spit upon floors, streets or
inpublic places. Ventilate your
home and working place thorough-
ly. Wear suitable clothing. Get
plenty of sleep and outdoor exer-
