FROM THE AGRICULTLRAL GA-
ZETTE.—The Agricultural Gazette
for October gives some interesting in-
formation re field roots and garden
seed supplies. Last year the impor-
tations from France at the port of
Toronto alone amounted to 4,821 1bs.
of radish seed, 1,865 of cabbage, 95
of cauliflower, and 6,826 of garden
beet, 920 1Ibs. of garden carrot and
1,202 of celery. Canada obtained 1,900
Ibs. of parsnip seed from Germany at
the same port; 1,285,198 Ibs. of beet
and mangel seed were also obtained
from France and Germany. The ques-
tion is where are these seeds to come
from for the seeding of 1916, The
European crop for the seeding of 1915
was good and has been well gathered
besides there is a considerable re-
serve supply which can be drawn on
but the people of these countrieg are
not likely to do much selecting of
mother plants this autumn. Canadian
farmers and growers should therefore
make a special effort to produce a
fair proportion of their own require-
ments. There is no mystery about
growing these seeds. 1f some me-
dium-siked roots are selected or tops
not taken off too closely the roots also
left on to some extent, these plan's
