Numerous
persons were wounded.

{More lives may have been lost
In the Marroon ambuscade, when
seventeen auxilaries were killed,

or on “Red Sunday” but for gener-
al and organized violence,  Satur-
day and today probably were the
worst since shootings on a large
scale were inaugurated in January
1919,

All the cusualties except one oc-
curred in the area covered by the

southern parliament. The excep-
tion was at Dromore, Tyrone,
where a Sinn Feiner - was shot

dead.

SAYS MIDDLE AGES ART OF~
MAKING STAINED GLASS
RE-DISCOVERED

PARIS, May 14.—M. Louis Vaux-
; celles, an art critic, asserts that
M. Rirchard Burgsthal, a  glass
manufacturer from the vicinity of
Paris, after long research has
found the secret of the. stained
glass windows which has been lost
since the: Middle Ages.

"In the thirteenth century, the:
windows were made of particles
of glass of different colors, glass
colored in. the mass, either entire-
1y blue, entirely yellow, or entire-
1y violet, etc. The windows, now'
shattered,..of the . Cathedral . -of}
+ Rheims “were made in this man-
rer. But during the fifteenth and
sixteenth |enturies- nothing weg
| used but white glass stainéd on the
surface. In short painted glass
replaced the glass mosaics,

The original methods of manu-|
facture were forgotten, then def
initely lost. For a long time
chemists and glass manufacturers
sought in vain for theé secrets)
of the glass workers o2 Chartres.

In a glass factory of the lle de-
France, M. Burgsthal undertook to
manufacturz glass similiar to that
¢® the medieval masters, employ-
ing modarn methods. He operated
with temperatures from 1300 to
1.600 degress centigrade. In Ap-
ril 1913, ha' had found the “Char-
tras Blues.” By July he had dis-
covered the “ruby red.” The war
interrupted his work. Agdter the
armistice he again took up his
investigations and experiments and
is now said to have re-established
the complete scale of shades and
colors.

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SWEET CLOVER FOR PASTUR
AND SILO

William Radnor of Londesboro,
is Huron County's champion boost-
er for sweet clover. He has tried
it for pasture and he has tried it
for silage, and he is satisfied that
for either purpose it is the crop par
excellence.

“Last year I had sweet clover on
the poorest five acres on my farm,
a field thal previously did not grow
enough feed in a season for two
head of stock,” said Mr. Radford
to the writer last week. “But I turn,
ed ten cows and a bull into the
field about the 24th of May and|
they pastured there right through)
the summer and until they could
be put on after-grass in the fall,
And during that time I got more
milk from those cows than they
ever gave before in the same
length of time. I am quite convin-
ced that a field of sweet clover
will produce more pasture and bet-
ter pasture for milk cows than will
anything else. 1 am not sure
about its value for fattening stock;
it may keep the bowels a little too
loose for best results in fattening.”
Mr. Racnor is of the opinion, fur-
ther, that sweet clover sown. with
the spring grain crop will yleld en-
ough fall pasture to make the prac
tice a paying proposition.

Last year also Mr. Radnor had
his first experience with sweet
clover as a silage crop, but he likes

e ————
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it.so well that this year he is not
planting corp at all, but intends to
fill his two 14x24 foot silos entire-
ly with sweet clover. The crop that
was ensiled last year was cut at
too young a stage for best results,
but it made an excellent quality of
feed neverthgless. Mr. Radnor
wanted to get a crop of seed in che
fall, so he cut the silage crop on
June 10th, almost a month before
it would have blossomed. He also
cut it as high as the binder would
cut, so the combined résult was
that the silo received the most suc-
culent part of the plant at its ten
derest period af growth. So far as
the quality of silage is concerned
thére is no complaint about that
method, but it does not utilize the
full amount of the crop. This year
Mr. Radnor expects to cut the crop
just as it is nicely in blossom and
expects that at that stage of grow-
that six acre field will supply en-
ough fodder to fill one of his silos.

There were still several feet of
last year"s sweet clover silage left
and the writer was shown some of
it. While it was quite black in col-
or it had a most appetizing edor,
and that it was palatable was evi-
denced by the fact that not a scrap
from the last feed remained in the
cattle’s mangers, When he com-
menced to feed it Mr. Radnor
thought that it was going to induce
a continual scouring, but ‘when
once the animals had become accus
tomed to it there was no such ef-
fect. Both cows. and young stock
appeared to be doing well on the
feed.

‘Mr. Radnor produces good cattle
as_well as good crops. He has used
a pura bred sire for years, andd(
a pure bred sirz for years, . and
and althoygh he has as yet only a
few pur8“bred females, nis grades
show every evidence of generat
ions of good breeding. The entire
herd -had a contented appearance
