Half A Century

It is a ling
tme, even, in the life of a coun-
iry, cspecially if that  counbiy's
wirth be, like Canada’s, of com-
paratively recent origin. On ihat
May day in 1897, when young Mup—
phy snd his boss, Frank Basil
Arsenault, salled thebr little fisning
boat over the North Cape Reefl to
the lobster grounds beyond, Cati-
ada had not yet reached her thir-
tieth hirthday and a man named

wiltrld Laurier had only been
Premier for a few months. The
fpanish-American War was just

one year away: the Boer War was
sill i the future; and more
than seventeen years were to
dapse before Germany was to
make her first world-shaking ef-
fort for “a place in the sun.” Motor
ars, marine gas engines, radios,
and thousands of other mechanical

fnventions were not, even in the
blue-prmt stage.

Rich In Legend
The ree! off North Cape over
which “Aust” has sailed almost

dally during the months of May
and June - the lobster season
openg on May 1st and closes July
it— snce 1897 is rich in legend.
Beginning at the shore, it runs
out to sea for five or six mules
in a northeasterly direction, then
bends and runs north for a miie
and a half or more, At low trde
one can walk upon it for more
than a mile, At high tide it is
tovered hy from two to six feet of
water

Targe houlders and strange, un-
racognizahle objects, rusted and
twisted by the passing of time and
tha fury of the sea, are strewn
upon it. Here, several years ago

“Aust” bought his first engine-
powered boat m 1913. For the f.rst
time he was “his own man” own-
ing his own gear.

Fifteen
thousand pounds of the w:rld's
tastiest shell-fish was but a fair
season for him.

Bountiful Catch

There were years when his land-
ings amounted to over 20,000
pounds. On one day in 1915, he
emptied 3,500 pounds of lobsters
into his boat. Imagine a small
boat, perhaps 26 or 26 feet long
with a seven-foot beam —a bont
whose carrylng capacity was nover
intended by the huilder to pro-
vide fer more thap a ton of fish
—with nearly two tons of live,

,crawling lobsters aboard and you

in that boat whose gunwales were

hut two or three inches above the
water, some Six or seven miles
from land. "Aust” did the only

thing he could do. He laid the oars
along the washboards to prevent
the lobsters from crawling over
the sides; started his engine; and
prayed for smooth water. He land-
ed the catch safely.

Lest anyone may think, after
reading of such catches as this,
that there must be a fortune in
the lobster-fishing business, it may
be well to mention that a fisher-
man's expenses often amount to
more than half the price he re-
cerves for his lobsters, It requires
literally miles of 15-thread rope to
put out 300 traps. The traps de-
mand large expenditures for laths
sills, hoops, and lobster twine And
a lobster gear without herring nets
is like a watch without a main-
spring. They and the corks to
float them, the rope and the an-
chors to hold them, and the tanning
material to preserve them, all cost
money. Then there is the paint
for the boat, the gas and the oil
for the engine, the rubber boots
and the ollclothes, and the hun-
dreds of wooden buoys and count-
less other things necessary beforc
the fisherman is'rendy to drop his
first trap overhoard.

Thirteen years ago, he took one
of the great, forward steps in his
fishing career: he joined the Tig-
nish Fisheries Union. The Union
was the first of its kind in the
Maritimes.  Before its founding,
some 25 years ago, there was no
such thing as independence for
the lobster fisherman He had no
centrol over the prices he paid for
his equipment nor for the prico he
received for his fish. He lived at
the shore under conditions which
no city dweller would tolerate for
a day. His food was of the piain-
est and the most unpalatable. Very
often it was “dished up” to him
by 'a cook, generally a female who
knew nothing of domestic scietice,
in enamel plates chipped and scar-
red through many years of use.
Very often the bread.was sour and

as lead.

i Founded Union

‘ Chester P, McCarthy, a lawyer
jand former lobster fisherman of
Tignish, founded the Union, pledg-
ing his own property along with
that of a few fichermen as secur-
ity.
