UNUSUAL. PROGRAIME
AT THE PRINCE EDWARD

Great crowds paid for admission to
the Prince Edward Theatre last even-
ing, when a programme of rare ex-
cellence, variety and abundance was
put on. “Daughters of Men,” an un-
usually strong drama, was the leading
feature, in five long reels, and it
proved as interesting a play as “The
Lion and the Mouse,” by the same au-
thor. It was the story of a labour
union and a young lawyer, whose
moral influence on the labourers—he
was a member of the Union—averted
a serious strike, and on the the capi-
talists secured the rights of the work-
ing class. The President and Vice-Pre-
sident of a large manufacturing estab-
lishment having retired, their sons
succeeded them in their respective
positions. The young president does
not manage the affairs of the Company
very well and to all the representa-
tions of the Union he turns a deaf ear.
The lawyer, Stedman, seeing a ‘red
hot” editorial in the “Workman’'s
Champion,” the paper of the Union,
dealing with the extravagance of the
“hosses, while the labourers starve,”
determines to interest himself in the
cause of the workmen. He wins the
good opinfon of the majority of labour-
ers and is admitted to the Council of
the Union. The daughter of the Un-
jon’s President becomes temporarily
infatuated with Stedman, who how-
ever, while he is affable with her, does
not reciprocate the affection. Sted-
man meets Grace, the Capitalist’s'
niece, a couple of times and at last
proposes marriage to her. By this
time the labourers have struck and
the factory is.at a standstill. In fact,
they are almost riotous. The capital-
ist, knowing that the lawyer can use
his influence to put an end to the
strike, urges his niece, Grace, to ac-
cept the proposal on condition that
Stedman do so. The lawyer in a fine
love scene gracefully rejects the pro-
position, which he told her would be
tantamount to her becoming his wife
at the price of his honour. Grace,
stung by remorse, goes to Stedman’s
house and explains the situation.
Hearing that the lawyer had been to
the capitalist’s, sdme of the labourers
call on him to explain his intimacy
with the “boss,” and in an interview
in which Grace and the disappointed,
but now sensible daughter of the Un-
ion’s president, take a leading part,
matters are set right and the labour-
ers promiged their just due. Stedman
and Grace are united, while the other
girl finds comfort in her lover’s arms,
This drama was unquestionably a mas-
terpiece. The second feature was the
astounding war drama, “For The Em-
pire,” which proved to be one of the
best patriotic dramas ever shown here.
It was a story dealing with the pre-
gent war—an attempted invasion of
England with a splendid love story—
and it is portrayed marvellously well
with saperb scenic investiture.. There
{s action in every foot of the two reels
and it should be seen by all who ap-
preciate an extraordinary patriotic
production.

THREE SUBMARINES CHASED
CAMERONIA.

LONDON, March 21.—The Anchor
Line steamer Cameronia, which ar-
rived at Liverpool from New York
March 15, with a cargo valued at $5,
000,000, successfully ran the German
submarine blockade. The vessel re-
ports that she was chased by three
German under-water boats on her voy-
age through the Irish Sea.

LONDON, March 20.—A wounded
sergeant from Winnipeg, who has just
arrived in London, is anxious to locate
the man who first put round the story
that = the Germans cannot shoot
straight. This sergeant, speaking of
his own battalion, says it went into the
trenches for forty-eight hours. During
the night all that the Germans had to
fire at was the flash from the Canadian
rifles, During that night seven rifles
in his portion of the trench alone were
smashed by rifle fire and the bearers
were more or less wounded.

Many wounded Canadians, he says,
will be fit for the firing line again very
soon, as heaps of the wounds are of
the slightest nature and a few days
rest at the base helps wonderfully in
restoring the men to full strength.
Several Canadians now at Shorn-
cliffe and Clevedon, while primarily
suffering such ailments as rheumatism
and frostbite, are really nerve-racked.
They have been sent home for this
reason.
