York Pleads For
Christian Unity

! (A. P. by Guardian’s Special Wire)

EDINBURGH, Scotland, Aug. 3
| —The Archbichop of York opened
the second World Conference on
| Faith and Order tonight with a
| plea for Christian unity in the
| face of a ‘“resurgence of pagan-
ism” in the world.

Four hundred delegates are tak-
ing part in the meetings here which
will last two weeks.

Citing the aim of the conference,
a united Christian front, the Arch-
bishop declared the great obstacle
to reaching that goal lay not
among - the people but among
churchmen themselves,

He drew attention to the weak-
ness of the church in “calling men
to worship at rival shrines” and
asked for “more - understanding
among Christlans of deep sunder-
ed traditions.” .

The delegates in their deliber-
ations will discuss how best to
meet the “rise of an aggressive
.anti-Christian movement in the
past decade, the new power of the
totalitarian state, and active anti-
church propaganda among the
youth of all nations.”

The conference  follows. closely
on the Oxford conference on
church, community, and state. It
is expected to nominate a com-
mittee of seven to work with the
Oxford Conference Committee of
seven toward the creation of a
world council of churche:, since
the two conferences represent the
two wings of the modern ecumeni-
cal (world-wide Christian) move-
ment. ) .

Outcome of the Lausanne con-
ference, 1927, the present assembly
will work specifically towards elim-
inating all obstacles in the way of
Christian unity, which leaders be-
lleve they must study seriously if
they are to retain the confidence
of their flocks.

Work will go on in = four main
sections: the Christian doctrine of
grace, the church ‘and the word of
God, the ministry and sacraments,
and the Church's unity in life and
worship,
