This increased physical develop-
ment is attributed  to the building
power of cod liver oil wlm the vita-
mins it contains.

These physicians are of the oplnion
that the accepted standards of height
and weight of children are too’low,
and that the human racs would be
much stronger if we started our in-
fants off with body building diets.
Where the measurements were below
normal the addition of cod liver oil
