Eva Braun April 20 as Russian
shells rained on their Reichschan-
cellery bunker, and dictated a
private will declaring that “myself
and my wife choose death to escape
the disgrace of being forced to re-
sign or surrender,” United States
3rd Army Headquarters disclosed
Saturday night.
