The fall foal has the
advantage, durmg its early life, of
not suffering from heat or flies, and
is often stronger at birth because
the dam was worked during the sum-
mer,

The main objection has been that
mares are difficult to breed outside
the natural season, but this experi-
ment proved conclusively that this is
far from a general rule. For in-
stance, the mares Chicane, Gem and
Sebastienne were all served twice in
the spring, were not in foal, but con-
ceived to the first service of the
same stallion the following autumn.
Brunette, Gipsy and Helene were not
in foal to one and service in the
spring, and were not bred again un-
til fall when they were got to foal
at the first service.

SYDNEY, N, 8. W, Feb., 10.—(By
The Canadian Press)—Big game
hunting on a grand scale will be in-
augurated this year in North Aus-
tralla as a special attraction for
tourists.
