“Dishonest mortar, a corrupt conglomer-

ation of sea sand and lime was; responsi-

gible for nearly all of the earthquake

damage in San  Francisco,’ 'ssys Dr T.

Nakamura, professor of architectnre ef
the Imperial University of Tokio, and
one of the most distinguished members of
the corumittee dispatched to this city by
the Japanese government to investigate
the effect of earthquake and fire. After
investigations covering a period of
several weeks, Dr Nakamura has com-
pleted his labors and will sail on the
Korea to report his conclusions to his
government, “I find,” said the doctor,
“that much of the damage to SanFaancis-
co from the earthquake was due to poor
mortar and faulty construction, and the
greater portion of the damage to the class
of buildings by fire was the result of
misguided use to hollow tilling and scaled
fire blocks instead of concrete. It isan
easy matter. I havefound to deslgn a
builning that will be ot only earthquake
proof, but practically fire proof.; ‘a% 1

“These has developed as a result of the
earthquake in San Francisco great pre-
judice against brick buildings. However,
they are largely employed in Japan, where
earthquakes of greaterseverity than the
ohe experienced in thiscity are not un=
common, The secret of their success
however. lles in the fact that good mortar
is used. The mortar shpuld either be

composed of one part cement to two
parts of sand or one part of cement three
of lime and five of sand. The bricks
should be thoroughly wet before being
laid and when the mortar has set under
these conditions a wall becomes practical«
ly one stone,
