The reply he receives from be-
hind the levelled rifles is “Put up both hands, Willie!”

This is the situation in a nut shell, but “Willie”
has played the game too often to deceive those who
are watching him. In his latest Kamerad call for
peace he held up only one hand. He must now show
both and, to enable him to do it in real German
fashion, he has, according to our Monday’s despatches
called -all the sovereigns of the Germanic Alliance to
confer with him in Berlin.

1 PRISON LABOUR
|
| New Zealand is perhaps the only coun-
try in the world that makes its prisoners
help materially in defraying prison expen-
ses. ‘According to a statement just issued
by the Minister of Justice, more than half
the cost of New Zealand’s Prison Depart-
ment, some $400,000, has been defrayed by
the useful work done by the prisoners.
Prison work includes making of boots and
slippers, bricks and articles of concrete, al-
so farming, dairying, tree-planting, stone-
dressing and road-making. _The concrete
tiles made in the prisons are used for the
roofing of state departments which wer¢
unable to obtain galvanized iron owing to
the war shortage. . .
A farm bought-at Waikaria for a pound an
acre, comprised about 1200 acres, and pri-
son labor will make this land worth about
$80 to $90 an acre. Other localities will
probably be similarly improved as a prelim-
inary to ordinary settlement,

It is not probable that any great increase
to the revenue of this province will acerue
from its prison labour as our jails are usu-
ally empty: At the same time in the inter-
est of the prisoners themselves some pri-
son work should be provided. Voluntary
idleness is a crime and enforced idleness
will certainly be of little benefit to one’s
morals, New Zealand’s example might well
be followed by other countries both for the
benefit of the state a(r)ld of the prisoners.

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JUNKERDOM IN TROUBLE .

The new Imperial; Chancellor who has appeared in
Germany, Prince Maxmilian of Baden, is fifth or sixth
since the war began, and-the frequent changes seem to

be significant. The Imperial Chancellor is the perg
sonal appointee and representative of the Kaiser, but
he is the nearest approach to a Prime Minister of the
British stamp which the German constitution _allows,

points out an exchange. On both counts, a Chancel-

lor ought ordinarily to be seen foccupying office for
more or less prolonged periods, As a matter of fhet,
the successive Imperial Chancellors under the present
Kaiser [prior to the war did usually hold office for
considerable terms. Also, a change in ordinary ' time
might mean only that either the Kaiser has grown
tired of the particular man in office, or that that* par-
ticular man has grow tired of the Kaiser. But when
in a time of great national stress frequent chnn'gﬁ in
