U.S.A. SENDING LARGE ARMY.

According to the revised estimate
of Maj.“Gen. George W. Gothals,
acting quartermaster general, the
Unlted States will have an army of

2,200,000 men by July 1. This means
that by that date there ill be 600,
000 more men in training than were
contemplated when the original esti-
mates for tlie fiscal year were sent
to Congress.  And as a result of
the revision of these figures it is
probable that an appropriation of $10,-
000,000,000 to $11,000,000,000 will be
asked for the army. Upon this ba-
sis of increase, the army by the end
of the year is likely to be up to the
strength” of 3,000,000 men.

It is also proposed to increase the
strength of the marine corps from
30,000 to 75,000 men. The plan is
to maintain a full division of 28,000
marines on the battlefields of France
permanently, leaving 47,000 for re-
placements and reserves. When the
United States became involved in the
war the marine corps numbered but
15,000 men.

This is America’s response to ap-
peal of the Allies for men to help de-
feat Germany.—Wash. Post.
