GERMANY WILL NOT
PROPOSE PEACE NOW

LONDON, June 12—In her forth-
coming statement of war aims Ger
many does not intend to make any
fresh peace offer, according to Ber-
lin newspapers, says an Exchange Te
legraph despatch from Amsterdam.
Amsterdam, June 12—Judging from
press comment telegraphed here from
Vienna, the leading newspapers there
interpret the official announcement
regarding the decision of the Ver
sailles Conference as an abandonment
of the Cecho-Slovak war aims by the
Entente nations.

The decision referred to in the
above despatch was reached at the
Suupreme War Council which  wae
held at Versailles last week. The
text of this decision has not yet been
made public. Upon his return tc
London, however, Premier Lloyd
George sald:

“The declaration agreed to by the
British, French and Italian premiers
bring the defined policy of the Rurop
ean powers into harmony with that of
the United States on two very import-
ant points; namely, concerning Po-
land and the Czecho<Slovaks and the
Jugeslav peoples.”
