In preparation for the start of
the schoo] term —which means one
year far from home for the Indian
students from isolated settlements
in northern Manitoba —an aerial

140 pupils to Guy Indian Residen=
tial School at Sturgeon Landing, in
northern Saskatchewan.

The pre-schoo] shuffling of the
students across the sub-Arctic now
has  been completed. Before air-
craft were used, parents brought
their children hundreds of miles by
canoe to the long-established mis-
sion schools, but naw goodbyes are
said at the homes of the children.

The new plan stipulates that the
prevalling majority of elther Metis
or Indian children shall determine
whether the school will be built
by the province or the Indian Af-
falrs department, and the majority
will have their tuition pald by the
responsible authority.

Bookshops feature new Ameri-
can volumes, and Harry Butcher’s
“My three years with Eisenhcwer"”
is as popular as Konstantin Sim-
onov’s works about the Red Army.

A steak costs less than $1 at the
best restaurant in town. The bluck
market is dispersed if not destroy-
ed. White-collar workers have so
much leisure that they crowd the
cabarets from 1 to 7 p.m. for “tea
dances.”

Czecholsovakia is 31 per cent
communist, according to the 1946
national election, and 61 per cent
of her total laber force now is em-
pleyed in state-owned {ndustries.
Yet her tworyear plan, aimed at
raising productivity 10 per cent
| above the highest pre-war level,
was drafted by a soclal democrat.

There is no taboo against hon-
est profits. Retail trade is mcstly
in private hands.

Czechoslovekia is ruled by a na-
ticnal front of all Czech and Slovak
pelitical parties with a prime min-
ister from the largest party, Com-
munist Klement Gottwald.

CHURCH OF SCOTLAND PULPIT

Preaching in the Church of Scot-
land on September 7Tth., Rev. Hor-
ace I'rederick MacEwen took as
his topic, “The Necessity of the
New Birth,"” expounding the in‘er-
view of Christ with Nicodemus, as
1ecorded in the third chapter of
the gospe] of John,

Nicodemus was a ruler of the
Jews and a Pharisee. The Pharisees
were a sect of Jews which empha-
sized punctiliously obedience to the
laws of Moses, and they prided
themselves in self-righteousness. So
zealous were they in the law that
they superimposed a mass of tra-
ditional laws in addition to the
written ones of the Old Testament.
Paul, who was one of the sect
prior to his conversion, descrizes
his condition as, “touching the
righteousness which is in the law,
blameless.” (Philippians 3:6). Such
a one as Nicodemus, a proud, self-
righteous man, came to Jesus by
night because he feared to be seen
by other Pharisees, and addressed
Him thus, “Rabbi, we know that
thou art a teacher come from God:
for no man can do these miracies
that thou doest, except God be
with him.” Nicodemus was Intel-
lectually persuaded of Jesus' deity,
and was accordingly showing con=
cern about his own soul's condi-
tion.

Jesus told him very abruptly that
“Except a man be born again he
cannot see the kingdom of God.”
He even repeated the asserti»n in
more definite language when Nico-
demus showed inability to under-
stand—"Verily, verily, I say unto
thee except a man be born of
water and of the Spirit, he can-
not enter into the kingdom of God.”
Water is typidal of the word of
God—"Christ loved the church and
gave himself for it; that he mig:t
sanctify and cleanse it with the
washing of water by the word.”
(Ephesians 5:25, 26). The sinner is
horn again by the hearing of tue
word and the effectua] work of the
Holy Spirit in his soul.

Christ also emphasized the neces-
sity of the cross to make the new
birth a reality. “As Moses lifted
up the serpent in the wilderness,
even 8o must the Son of man te
lifted up.” This “lifting up” is a
direct reference to the cross as
the place of extreme degradation,
for “cursed is everyone that hang-
eth upon a tree’—a mode of pun.
ishment inflicted by the Jews only
for the most helnous crimes. Christ
was made a curse for us, in that
He bore the righteous wrath and
indignation of God upon Himself
for the sins of mankind. The way
for the sinner to be born again is
to put his trust completely in Him
for salvation, because “God so lov-
ed the world that he gave his only
begotten Son, that whosoever be.
lieveth in him should not perisa,
but have everlasting life.” This s
not only the message to the self-
righteous Nicodemus, but also to
every sinner who is awakened to
his need of being born again.

Woman Doctor
Aided British
In Many Lands

When Dr. Dorotliy Barnhcuse, an-
aesthetist at Winnipeg General
Hospital, graduated In medicine
from the University of Alberta, Ed=
monton, she had no definite plan
for the future other than a post
graduate course in\England.

Serving Britain for six years,
visiting more than 10 European
countries or llving for two years in
Palestine was not on her schedule,
yeb that {s exactly what befell her
during 10 years’ absence from Can-
ada.

Dr. Barnhoute did ' post-grad-
uate work in British hospitals for
three years, Then, with the out-
break of the Second World War,
ghe jolned the Royal Army Med!ca]
Corps. Later she tried to transfer
to the R.C. A. M. C,, but the
British needed her more, so she
was posted to base hospitals.

“I was on an equal basis as major
with my male contemporaries
during the war,” she sald, “with
e&xal pay for equal work at all
times.”

She was first posted to Gibraltar,
then to Egypt, Syria and Persia,
sometimes for a few weeks, some-
times for several months. In 1942
came her posting to Palestine.

Under Palestine Spell

Of all the countrfes she visited
she found Palestine the most fas-
cinating, Dr. Barnhouse said.

“I never failed to feel that I had
stepped right into Blblcal times
when I travelled in the villages and
towns—but when I returned to
the city, with its modern bulldings,
cars and western mode of dress, I
wondered if I hadn’t dreamed up
the other.”

Dr. Barnhouse brought back a
collection of carved wooden
figurines of native Arabs and
Jews, depicting their various oc-
cupations and mode of dress in
different areas.

Bhe returned to England in 1044
and completed her tour of duty at
a British hospital in Brunswick,
Germany. But she managed to visit
Italy, France, Denmark and the
Netherlands as well.

Dr. Barnhouse came back to Can-
ada last fall, and after a holiday
with her family {n Edmonton be-
gan her work at the Winnipeg
Geeneral Hospital |n May of this
year.
