coal stocks that might Jast one
month.

Workers in industries depend-
ing on coal who have hbeen laid
off aiready are slarting to apply
for unemployment relief at rates
of about $4.50 a week for a
single man and about $9 00 for
e man with a wife and one
child. The national unemploy-
ment bill will go sky-high if the
strike continues.

The endless chain of small in-
dustry shutdowns is d at-
ed this way: a sugar refinery
closed this week for lack of coal}
jam making and fruit canning
will cease for lack of sugar; the
apricot crop, soon due for
canning may have to be plowed
under. This example can be ap-
plied broadly to the entire dom-
estic structure.

Little corner cake and pastry
shops have to close because they
are not nermitted to use  their
ovens. Movie theatres and , con-
cert halls must do likewise unless
they have independent emergency

lighting. Electric signs  are
banned and if you walk the
streets of Sydney at night the
impression of a out is
heightened by the gloom of

candle-lighted restaurants.

The last of the ice cream sup-
ply 1s being eaten and soft drinks
will disappear with beer loss of
which will be keenly felt by the
australian, Pasteurization of
milk continues along with oper-
ation of refrigerators and vacuum
cleaners in homes

Not vet under the ban is news-

paper publication which is con-
sidered essential and continues
although staffs must work by

the light of oil lamps or candles
Broadcasting and radio recelving
also are exempt from restricticn.

WITH THE R.C AF. OVER-
SEAS, Dec. 10—(CP)—Good pro-
gress is being made in the great
humanitarian work of tracing
“missing” Canadian airmen,

An R.C.AF. member of the
Missing Research and Enquiry
Service, whose task is to secure
positive identification of British
airmen listed simply as “missing,”
said that by the end of next year
the fate of most unlisted f{liers
and their places of burial will be
positively known,

Canadians in the inquiry rer-
vice do not discriminate as to a
missing man's nationality, It is as
much a part of an R.C.A.F. in-
vestigator's job to uncover in-
formation about a missing Eng-
lishman or New Zealander as it is
to identify a Canadian airman,

A spokesman in Paris -admitted
the colossal task of tracing missing
fliers, sometimes with only the
thinnest shred of evidence to go
on. He said, however, that French,
Belgians and Dutch give pain-
staking care to the graves of Al-
lied airmen, “Village school child-
ren make it a ritual to put flowers
on the graves,” he said,

One of the last two men to
make an operational flight over
Germany is on his way back to
Canada, At the R. C. A, F, Re-
patriation Depot in Torquay
Sqdn. Ldr. Jim Prendergast of
Victoria, B, C. recalled the histor-
ic flight,

He and his “No, 2” photographed
flak positions after the “cease fire"
had been given to make sure the
Germans were obéying instructions,
In one afternoon  Prendergust
shot down the only two enemy
fighters he saw during nearly
two tours, and on another trip he
followed a 12,000 pound bomb al-
most until jt hit its target to
photograph the results.
