ican Aid

(Associated Press.)

PARIS, Oct. 4, —Successive de-
feats of French athletes by teams
from England and Sweden in the
course of dual meets held recently
in Paris, have caused much con-
cern among French Olympic offi-
cials as to the probable chances
of success of the iFreach represent-
atives at the Olympic games next
year.

England mearly doubled the score
of tite French, while Sweden won
by the comfortable margin of 102
points to 78.

Such is the concern that the
French Olympic committee is seri-
ously considering the employment
of professional’ trainers from other
countries .to prepare their Olympic
athletes. James Duncan, holder of
the world’s discus-throwing record,
and ‘W. H. “Sparrow"” Robertson,
one of the greatest American auth-
orities on foot running, have been
approached by the committee with
a view of interesting them in ‘the
proposition. It is a question of dol-
lars and cents with these two Am-
ericans, however, and although
their demands are relatively mod-
est, the franc is rather low just at
present,

the Swedes have defeated us. The
beist athletes won.
