The Wolf-Child
(By British United Press)

ALLAHABAD, April 27. —The,
so-called wolf-child, who was found!
gsome days ago in a cave near Alla
habad, since his detention under
medical supervision shows signs of
understanding and repeatedly mut-
ters  “Rotf,” (Hindustani for
“bread”), but though offéred com-
forts he does not avail himself of
them and lives in a manner lower
than the tlowest animals. His
appetite is unsatiable and if he is
rot given a continuous supply of
food he devours with apparent re-
lish mud from the tloor of his cell.

‘He was first sent to the infirm-
ary at Allahabad, but here, when
he became enraged, he bit child,
ren, tore up the floor, and attempt-
ed to pull down the walls, 80 he
was removed to the European;
prison. There he tore hig bed|
clothes to ribbons. The first
night he became enraged, foamed
at the mouth, bit his own arm, and
attacked a burly policeman. The
superintendent pinioned the child,
and finding his temperature to be
104, sent for medical aid. The
fit was of short duration and the
following morning the temperature
was normal.

The child spends the day in a
sitting position, playing with his
fingers, picking holes in the earth-
en fioor, eating mud and refuse
and paying no attention’ to the
wardens or other persons. While
always hungry he has little thirst,
this being probably accounted for
by the scarcity of water in the
jungle during the summer. |
