Any unbiased ob-
server of the events must, undoubt-
edly have been impressed with the
excellent showing made by the boys
of both schools, and convinced that
the proud record of this dity in the
realm of sport will be well main-
tained hy those coming  athletes.
Later on in the year in the month of
February there were held in  the
Arena Rink the winter sports, in
which boys’ and girls’ skating races,
and 'hockey were the main features.
These sports, especially those held
in the winter, are largely attended and
are much enjoyed by the parents and
those interested.

The most outstanding performances

in athletic achievement were made,
however, by our boys when they com-
peted on the 12th inst. at New Glas-
gow, N. 8., in the first Interscholas-
tic sports held in the Maritime Prov-
inces. At this meet West Kent was
worthily represented by Fred Rana-
han, Percy Cameron, Donald Finlay-
son, Fred Hall, Charles Matheson and
Clarence Ranahan — six fine young
athletes, who have brought additional
distinction to our School and Qity.
These boys won weasily over all the
other schools represented, and car-
ried off the Cup for the highest ag-
gregate, making in all 31 points,
Moncton being second with ‘20, Syd-
ney Academy 3rd with 19, New Glas-
gow with 14,  Antigonish with 12,
Queen Square whth 9, and Inverness
with 3. | Further, one of our repre-
sentatives, the invincible Fred Rana-
han, won the individual cup for the
highest individual aggregate of
points made at this Maritime meet.
‘This is certainly a splendid showing
and one of which citizens in
general, may well be proud.
The Evening News, New Glasgow,
commenting on this first Maritime
Sports meet in 1its issue of the 13th
inst. said in part as follows: “The
Islanders were the best trained of
the lot. They knew how to start in
the sprints and gave every evidence
of having been taught the fine points
of the game. Charlottetown has long
held a fine reputation as a training
fleld dor track and field athletes and
yesterday in the Interscholastic
sponts they agalin énhanced''that rep-
utation.” To cover the expenses of
the boys attending the meet, the Ro-
tary Club generously contributed the
sum of thirty :dollars, and the bal-
ance was provided from the funds of
the School. On behalf of the boys I
thank the members of the Rotary or-
ganization for their -active and tan-
gible interest in the promotion of
sport in this city during the present
and past years.

In Cadet work the excellence of
the training received by the-boys, and
the general interest in the .work was
clearly set forth in the Daily Press

Important as are the lines of in-
struction already referred to, none
Is perhaps of greater importance
than the study of music, This gub-
Ject is under the capable direction  of
Prof. Ball and has been most inter-
eatingly presented ang carefully
taken up throughout the year. No
other study, possibly, goes further to-
wards promoting happiness in the
home than music, It brings together
the members of @ family, ensures
harmony, and produces peace. Sing-
Ing is Mke sunshine in our lives,
manners, elevates the tastes, and re-
fines the intelligence of a people.
Time, therefore, taken up and money
spent in the'cultivation of music shall
bring large profits to the community
as well as to the individual.

Various public functions were held
during ithe year, and were most suc-
cessfully carried out. The first of
these ~ was in connection with the
Armistice Day celebration on Nov.
11th, when all the city lpupils march-
ed to the public square and took part
in the celebration by their partici-
pation iin the singing of the sacred
songs 'selected for that occasion.

Following this there was given in
the Strand Theatre on Nov. 14th, be-
fore m crowded house, one of the
best concerts that this school has put
on for some years. The programme
was well selected, most interesting,
and exceptionally well rendered.

The Christmas ¢closing programme
and the Arbor and Empire Day exer-
cises were also well carried out, and
much enjoyed by those who were pre-
sent at these entertainments. At the
latter . exercises excellent essays on
the British Empire and Arbor Day
were read by George Raymond and
Eleanor Mahar, and inspiring address-
es, appropriate to the occasion, were
delivered by Mr. W. E. Bentley, K.
C., and Mr. F. J. Nash,
ing of a number of maple trees on
the school grounds also’ formed a
fitting part of the observances of this
day.

Magna Charta Day on the 15th inst.
the 710th anniversary of the granting
of this great document of liberty,
was observed by the teachers’, using
the history hour to explain the speci-
fic statements of the great charter, its
significance;, and its subsequent re-
sult.  Observances of this day are
taking place in all the nations of
Great Britain and Ireland, the United
States, Canada, Newfoundland, Aus-

-tralia, South Africa, and New Zea-

land—the seven great English-speak-
ing nations. These celebrations are
promoted by a group of interested

citizens of these countries, called the :

International Magna Charta Day As-
sociation, whose object is, primar-
ily, to Incnlcate -in the minds of our
people the common knowledge and
pride in this historical event and the
spirit ©of personal liberty which must
be vigilantly safeguarded to endure;
secondly, to emphasize the unity of
ideals and ‘aspirations of all English-
speaking people from their common
origin until the present; and thirdly,
above all, to promote amity, good-
will, and understanding among these
seven natfons as to the greatest, safe-
guard to future world peace.

Two distinguished educationalists,
-hamely, the Rev. Dr. Moore, Presi-
dent of King's College, Halifax, and
Mr. John Lewis Paton, M. A., Man-
chester, ¥ngland, visited West Kent
during the latter part of the year,
and delivered thoughtful and inspir-
ing addresses to the pupils of the sen-
lor grades. Both of these noted men
of letters Iaid great stress on the im-
pontance of forming in the plastic
stage of life those habits of indus-
try, concentration, and honesty, that
alone are worth while and perman-
ent.

Highly pleased were these great
scholars with the reception they re-
ceived at West Kent, and most pro-
nounced were they /in their praise of
the singing performed by the pupils
mnder Prof. Ball's direction. Dr.
Moore said that on one occasion only
had he heard “O Canada” sung with
such spirit and fervor, and that oc-
casion was bn a visit to Lille, France,
when he and other visitors were
warmly welcomed by the citizeng of
that city.

F. CAMPION

Pioneer Colorado miner
was Prince Edward
Islander.

George F. Campion, 76 years old,
who, with his brother, the lat John
F, Camplon, did much to develop the
mining industry in Colorado,  &ied
Monday, June 17, in hig apartment at
1375 Lincoln s:reet after an illness
of four years. Heart failure was the
immediate cause of death,

Campion was born at Souris, Prince
Edward Tgland, in 1849, At the out
break of the Civil war he came to
the United States with his brother,
John F. Campion, running away from
echool with the intention of enlisting
in the navy.

John was accepted and served with
distinction throughout the war, but
George, because of his youth, was re-
Jected and returned to his home, In
1879 the two brothers started west to
seek their fortunes in the Colorado
£old fields. They established them-
selves at Leadville and engaged ‘in
mining operations there until fifteen
years ago, when they rotired. John
F. was one of the original ownerg of
the famous Little Johnny mine,
