They contain a high percentage
of sugar and are worthy of con-
sideration in the growing and fat-
tening ration of poultry.
Dominion fieldman, Mr. Erb, re-
ports that Mr. Donnely of Lon-
don, Ont., has been able to curb
an outhreak of coccidiosis in each
of his three hrooder houses in a
very short time by the use of neo-
prontosis. This is a sulpha drug—
one tablet was dissolved In two
gallons of water for each brooder
house. This amount of water lasts
one half day then fresh water is
put in. These tablets can be ob-
tained on P.EI. from local drug-

gists.
