Fraser said the result of the
election means endorsement of the
Government policy in peace and
war. “The country has given a
mandate, we propose to exerci.:se it
In the interests of the people,” he
said in a statement.

On the other hand, Holland in-
terpreted the result to mean there
had heen a “landslide” of publie
opinion against the Government
and its policy of state control and
regimentation. He said “the people
clearly voted in favor of the Gov-
srnment calling a halt in expan-
sion of the policy of socialization
and state control.”

Bracken Announces
Report Prepared On
Social Planning

OTTAWA, Sept. 271 — (CP) —
John Bracken, leader of the Pro-
gressive Conservative Party, an-
nounced last night that a report
on the Marsh and Beveridge re-
ports, prepared on his instructions
by Dr. Charlotte Whitton, will be
veleased for publication under the
title, “The Dawn of Ampler Life."”
In & statement, Mr. Bracken

said:—

When the Marsh report on so-
clal security and the Heagerty
report on health insurance fol-
lowed so closely upon the Beveridge
report, it seemed to some of us
substantial
changes involved in some of our
social in:f.;utlons and constitu-
tional relationships, we should be
sure that the proposals were sound
as a basis for Canadian policy be-
fore becoming a party to commit-
ting the nation to their adoption in
all their detalls.

Because of her broad practical
knowledge of the actual working
out of comparable schemes on this
continent, in the United Kingdom
and some European countries, Dr.
Charlotte Whitton was commis.
sioned to undertake a comparative
analysis of these reports.
No restriction was placed upon
her other than the broad stipula-
tion that her report should be of
such a nature as to be of general
use; that it should be non-politi-
cal, and that, if criticism of prin-
cipies or proposals were found to
be necessary, it should carry the
responsibility of alernative sug-
gestions.
The completion of that assign-
ment will be found in her report
under the title, “The Dawn of Am-
vler Life.”
With the general conclusions in
Dr. Whitton's report there may or
may not be widespread unity of
opinion. With the purpases that we
all seek to attain, there can be no
quarrel. Our problem is to find
the most rational ways and means
bv which to accomplish the de-
" sired ends.
In the thought that the observa.
tions and proposals made by Dr.
Whitton will offer helpful sugges-
tions to all interested Canadians,
the report is being made available
to the general public.
The McMillan Company of Can-
ada is assuming responsibility for
the publication of this report, on
a straight commercial basis. This
has made possible our desire that
it should not be considered as a
political party dooument, but one
standing on its own merits.
