40 MILES IN 6 HOURS

CAMERIDGE, Mass, July 10 —
Forty miles of running in six hours,
with just one short halt for a drink
of water, is a record set up by
“Joe” a mongrel dog of large pro-
portions, used in fatigue experi-
ments at the Harvard University
Business School laboratory.

“Joe” loves his job. His job is run.
ning on an electrically driven tread-
mill while scientists study his food
consumption, blood circulation,
temperature, etc.

The second Joe is released from
his cage, he emits a loud “woof"
and makes a dash for the treadmill
and keeps right on barking until
someone turns on the current. Joe
can run for hours without getting
tired.

The sclentific tests are made to
determine the organic changes re-
sulting in the body from fatigue
and to learn the extent to which
fat and sugar substances are used
up from exercise.
