At this season of the year it is
natural that men's thoughts should
turn to leisure, change, and a per-
iod of physical and mental renewal.
The taut how must be unstrung,
the mind and the body giver an
opportunity to recuperate. And, in-
deed, in the modern press of world
clrcumstances more than evér s
felt the need of temporary relaxa-
tlon. The balance needs to be re-
stored; symbolically, the crowd
must sometimes be exchanged for
the cloister.

What is necessary for phy:cal
and mental well-being is just as
essential for the life of the spirit.
In (8t. Mark, vk, 31). it is said that
after a time of strenuous acl.vity
Jesus called hig disciples apart that
they might “rest awhile.” The bal-
ance between activity and rest—
always difficult to achleve—had to
be adjusted.

Moderp life, while 1t provides
holidays for ever greater numbers,
does not make easy the kind of
withdrawal and refreshment which
the soul requires, though the need
of such withdrawal was ugver
more apparent. A short time,
therefore, spent in a church at the
beginning or in the midst of a busy
day can be of great spiritual value,
and may provide that quiet inter-
lude so difficult to obtain else-
where.

To remember these words of our
Lord to his disciples, particularly
in this holy seagon, and to find
opportunities for quiet meditation
on his life and teaching, including
it may be the daily reading of some
portion of the Bible, will not only
be @ source of physical and mental
renewal; it will also refresn the
deeper springs of the spirit and so
make for that integraticn of the
two worlds suggested in  the
prayer that “we may so pass
through things temporal, that we
finally lose not the things eternei.”
