Members
of parliament had to read it this
morning in the daily papers.

On the whole, however Canada
joes not come badly out of it, and
nobody and nothing has been com-
jromised. Comments of the press
wre mestly favorable with this ex-
seption that MacKenzie King was
using the situation as a handle for
negotiations in conection with more
tavorable tariff conditions and the
meaning of this paragraph cannotl
ye gainsayed as & skillful bait,
wyhich the Hon, Mr. Kellogg, Secy.
