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Appalling Piclure
Of Russien Misery

RIGA, August 3— An appalling
picture of famine, pestilence and
despair is revealed in the latest
news from the interior of Russia.
At a conservative estimate 20,000,
000 peopls seemed doomed to
death, Some reports place the fi -
gures as high as 35,000,000 or 40,
000,000. .

Leaving their parched farms, the
sufferers are streaming in groups
of ten, twenty, fifty or 100 toward
the towns. Many die on the way.
but their fate is less hard than
that of those who attain their goal.
Imagine frenzied mobs united in #
brief orgy of pillage in such mea-
gre stores as the towns posaess
Then_ their madness past, they sit
mute and hopeless in the streets to
await death. Nor is death slow, for
the scythe of cholera finds easv
reaping among people wastel with
scurvy and starvation.

In the towns of Samara alone.
400 deaths daily were reported on
July 20 This was doubtless far
under the full number, for the
municipal organization is utterl;
unable to cope with the situation
Bodies lie unburied in the Btreets
and houses, and the death rate
rises as new fugitives pour along
the corpse-strewn country roads.

How hopeless and universal the
misery is may be judged from the
fact that the number of deserted
children cared for by siate relief
bodies in the government of Sama-
ra has arisen since May from 20,
000 to 60,000 in Julp. When a fat-
her leaves his daughter to starve
and a mother her gson_their plight
is terrible indeed. Yet the figures
recorded man represent but a tithe
of the children really so deserted,
since the great majority die before
they come within the range of the
overworked relief organizaticns,

The Soviet Government appears
to be doing its utmost to aid the
sufferers, but it is faced with two
difficulties almost equally insur-
mountable, The first is that it is
next to impossible to requisition
food from the unafflicted areas.
Each village, each farm in Russia
today has become an independent

state, determined to defend its
possessicns, whether land or food.
te the deuth. In the arears around
the cities where the Soviet authori
ty is relatively strong, local food
supplies are requisitioneél for the
urban population. Where (here is
no central,¢city the Soviets are pow-
erless to carry out the requisitions,

The second and even greater
difticulty {a transport, owing to
the distances involved, the lack of
mechanical transport and the elimi:

nation through famine and nnimal
{rangport. Even in the famine of
1905, when the area affected was
scarcely one-twentieth of that
stricken today, the Czar’'s Govern-
ment had immense difficulty in dis-
trubuting focd, although the sur-
ronuding governments were glutt-
ed with grain. Now, with the exist-
ing' means. of distribution, it is
frankly impossible,

News from Russia reaches Riga
through three main sources: Re -
ports ¢f the Lettish Mission in Mos
cow, messages to the Bolshevist
Mission or the newspaper the Sov-
iets subsidize here, and the stories
of refugees who trickle over the
frontier all the time. All three con-
cur in stating that there seems
no likelihood of any concerted al-
tempt to overthrow the Bolshevist
Government from within, A “pal-
ace revolution” in the heaft of the
party, similar to what occurred in
Paris in the Reign of Terror, is
deemed possible, but not prob -
able. i

The most noticeable effect of the
famine—or perhaps the effect of
other causes thrown into relief by
the famine—is the gradual but
steady weakening of the Soviet au-
thority in the outlying areas. The
local governments are becoming
more and more a law unto themsel-
ves, the process being hastened by
the breakdown of transportation.
It seems as though some seven-
tenths of the Russian people were
quietly renassing into the primitive
agricultural life of their early an-
cestors,
