REUNION OF
WAR VET'RANS

Four Hundred
Canadians Who
FoughtinC.E.F.
Dine Together
at Hotel Cecil.

LONDON, Noy. 10—Over four
hundred veterans of the Canadian
expeditionary force reunited at din-
ner at the Hotel' Cecil, London, to-
night. The most éxciting moment
of a thrilling evening was at about
1030 o'clock, .Field Marshal Lord
Plumer had just finished a speech
when the announcement was made,
“Gentlemen, your commander, Lord
Byng of Vimy.”

Byng had come from the Lord
Mayor's banquet and was in levee
dress with decorations and sword.
The whole company rosé and cheer-
ed and then broke into song, “The
Gang's All Here.”

Plumer had paid a glowing tri-
bute to the Canadian forces. He was
their army commander when they
withstood the first German gas at-
tack at Ypres. Conditions were
then so terrible that in manoeuvres
the umpire would have ruled them
out as impossiblé and no trocps would
have been asked to hold such po-
sitions as Canadians were in,

“But,” said Plumer, “the Cana-

The number of the veterans who
assembled to honour the memory of
their fellow comrades was the larg-
est which has yet been recorded
here since Armistice Day. Over two
hundred and fifty mén moved off in
the procession, which forming up in
front of the Legion home, went by
way of Queen, Kent, Prince and
Grafton Streets to the monument,

Here the service, stately in its
‘simplicity and poignant in its mem-
ories of a glorious and triumphant
sacrifice was said beneath the soft
skies and the mellow sunshine of the
November day.

Ther men formed in hollow square
abeut the monyment, “O Canada”
was sung, and there was a brief ad-
dress by’ Rev, Dr. Ramsay. There

followed the hymn “O God Our Help
in Ages Past,’ an address by Rev.
Father MacKenzie and prayer by
Rev. Edward Bridgewater. Then rang
out clear upon the air the “Last
Post.” No sooner had the notes of
the call died away than the first
stroke of the town clock as it sound-
ed the eleventh hour was heard . .

. . There was ihie dull boom of a
gun, the mettallic clangour of' the
clock gong ceased. and silence fell
upon all the assembled throng.
