BFRLIN, Dec, 26—(AP.)—A sen-
tence of death for one of the men
accused of firing the German Reich-
stag Jast winter and acquittal for the
other four defendants wil be con-
tained in the verdict of Supreme
QOourt judges before whom the men
have-been tried, the Associated Press
learned today from a usually reli-

able source.

Simul ly Cha Adolf
Hitler and Reichsminister Hermann
Goering, appraised of the nature of
the verdict which will be handed
down Saturday, faced a supreme test
of their statesmanship, for civilian
extremists threatened that three
Bulgarian Communists, for whom
acquittal was said to be in store,
would not reach the German border
une.

Death Sentence

The informant said Marinus Van
Der Lubbe, a young Dutch brick-
mason, will be sentenced to death,
that Emst Torgler, a former Com-
munist whip in the Reichstag, will
be acquitted on the arson charge,
and that the Bulgarians, Georgi
Dimitroff, Blagol Popoff and Wassil
Taneff, will be acquitted and expel-
led from Germany.

The Chancellor and Goering, it
was stated in political circles, will
give strict orders that the verdict,
even though it may be disappointing
to Nazi followers, msut be respected
at all costs. e e ]

U their acquittal, for lack of
evldme‘ the trio will be handed
back to the Prussian political police,
who then will be responsible for
their safety until they reach the
German frontier, it was reported.

Goering, the head of the police
and the Prussian Minister of the
Interior, is said to realize fully that
were the Bulgarians to be “shot
while attempting to flee,” all the
world would recall the remark Goer-
ing made at their trial on Novem-
ber-4¢ when he told Dimitroff tha
“you have reason only to be afrai
when once you leave the custody of
this court.”

. Such an episode, as one of his
friends put it, would “place an in-
eradicable stain upon his escutch-
eon.”

Hitler was reported to have flar-
ed up at the mere suggestion of a
threat and to have pointed out that,
aside from everything else, his pro-
posals for the pacification of Eur-
ope, as evidenced by his negotiations
with England, France, Italy and Po-
land, would suffer a severe set-back.

Both statesmen, therefore, were
reported tonight to be determined
to see Dimitroff and his compatriots
safely out of Germany.

Asthma and hay fever are sim lar
conditions. The effects of hay fever
are confined to the eyes and nose
while asthma Mnvolves the bron-
chial tubes. The cause is frequently
the same—a hypersensitiveness to
certan proteins or allergens. An
asthmatic person is an allergc
person.

The proteins or allergens which
cause the trouble are found in dust.
House dust is composed largely of

pillows, ca pets and weollens. When
these are breathed in they may
carry the materal to which the
individual is hypersensitive.

Sqme people develop asthma be-
cause they react to certain foods,
such as cereals, eggs, strawberries,
fruits and nuts, Inceed, the list of
foods wh'ch mhay b: responsible is
& very long one, because most foods
conta.n some vegetable or animal
protein. Other cases arise out of
& hypersensitive condition to the
bacteria or germs which may be
lodged in nose, throat or teeth.
Attacks of asthma are particu-
larly distressng and alarm those
who have not previously witnessed
a severe attack. There is no need
for alarm in so far the attack is
concerned, because the attacks are
not fatal. In the asthmatic who is
emotional, it is desirable to avo'd
excitement and to maintain a quiet
manner of life.

From what has been said, ¥ is
obvious that the hope of cure de-
pends upon finding the protein to
which the individual is hypersen«
sitive, and then to overcome the
condition by appropriate treatment,
or to avold the responsible protein
by omitting it from the diet.
Cases should come under treat-
ment early because of the damage
that may be done during the
course of the disease. Every person
suffering from asthma should seek
h's own cure, under the guidance
of his family doctor, following with
patience and diligence the treat
ment that is prescribed for him.

Japan Must Depend
On Foreign Pulp

MONTREAL, Que., Dec. 26—In
the matter of pulpwood it would
seem that Japan, while in a post-
ion, possibly, to meet her domestc
requirements, has not sufficlent to
compete with other producing coun-
tries, and there will. apparently,
always ‘be a market in that coun-
try for foreign pulp. Of the total
imports of wood pulp dur ng 1932,
Canada supplied the larger quan-
tity 266 per cent, following United
States 219, Norway 214, Sweden
15.9 and Germany?, other Euro-
pean countries 7.2 per cent, which
was manufactured inte paper and
rayon silk states the Natural Re-
sources Department of the Cana-
dian National Railways. There are
approx mately 4,000,000 kw. of wat-
er power avallable and of this 2.«
750,000 kw. are now being generat-
ed. The paper mills are placed
within easy reach of the pulpwood
supplies rather than close to pa-
per consuming centres,

Fifty per cent of the total lum-
ber imports of northern soft woods
into Japan are made up of Doug-
lag fir with red cedar and hemlock
second. Over half of the quantity
of each variety ls imported In the
shape of logs and cants. The great-
er part, two-thirds, of all imports
of Jumber into Japan comes from
the United States followed by Can-
ada about one-fourth, and Asatic
Russ'a the remainder. There are
stong possibilities that Canada’s
exports of lumber to Japan will
increaca considerably in the near
future.

Japan’s principal imports are
raw cotton with over 55 per cent
(1938) coming from the United
States, 15 per cent under the same
period last year, the decrease being
accounted for by increased imports
from British Inda. Next in order
comes sheeps’ wool, of which over
98 per cent comes from Australia.
