“It takes four children to a fam-
ily” she sald, “to keep things even.
Less than four children in a family
mean that there will be fewer Can-
adians asd more something else,—
as it is in the ‘States, for instance ™
We should not only see that our
children ar rearcd strong and heal
thy, but that their school lives
should be made comfortable and
inviting. Some of the schools even
in thig great modern Canada of
ours are maintained in a disgusting
condition, through careléssness or
ignorance. The last point emphas-
ized by Dr. MeMurchy was . that
accurate registration  of births
should he maintaired. “I ask you,”
she said in her emphatic way
“would it be too much to expect
parents to remember ‘the number
of their children—whether they
had six of four? You smile! Do
vou know that there are two pro-
vinces in this Domision that do not
know how many  children they
have,—how many births they have?
One of these I8 Prince Edward Is-
land. You have never counted your
children!

This announcement created some
