Peace and Security—For Whom?

Plans and proposals are now
under discussion for the social re-
covery of Europe, and to those
whose direct concern it is, none
would wish to say an emburras-
sing word. The task is a tremend.
ous one, after such shattering ex-
periences as those we have passed

ugh. Nevertheless, it ought to
be pointed out at this not too
early stage, there is still an inter-
natlonally organised liquor traffic
which will torpedo, as it did after
the last war, much of the valuable
social and moral work that is con-
templated. It will be remcmbered
that the League of Nations, in ac-
cordance with the Covenant of the
Peace Treaty, was compelled agaip
and again to consider the Alcohol
Problem. One of its first duties
was to see that all mandaled ter
ritorles were conducted unde; the
rules laid down, viz., “the orodur-
tion of ahuses such as the slave
trade, the arms traffic, and the
liquor traffic.” But fhe wine-pro-
ducing countries especially, put
every obstacle in the way of the
League. Scareely ever have the
Liquor Interests shown themselves
more powerful, It mattered noth-
ing to them that the natives should
be demoralised, Business is busi-
ness: ‘Our Trade our Politics.”

The ordered life of the world
has been shaken to its very found-
ations, and yet the Liquor Traffic
stands up today one of the most
powerful financlal concerns known.
Scenes of misery and demoralisation
have only been worsened by the
presence of alcoholic liquors. Dur-
ing the darkest days ships have
gone to sea laden with beer;
they have sailed at the risk (and
often loss) of men's lives, to the
profit and advantage of private
firms at home. We shall do less
than our part in rebuilding the
world, if we do not without hesi-
tation and delay point out to the
re-constructers that here is a foe
inimical to all the best interests
of humanity.

How deep is the longing in the
human heart for Peace and Secur-
ity! But the more coals heap:d on
