“Born of political, race and rel-
igious prejudice, masking its ter-
roristic activities with grim sec-
recy, the Black Legion was formed
in Ohio, probably in 1931, by re-
bellious members of the order of
the Knights of the Ku Klux Klan.
“The first 230. members were
klansmen who dyed their white
robes black. As a penalty, the Ku
Klux Klan revoked the charter. of
the rebel group, and a general
edict was issued forbidding other
Klansmen to dye their robes. ]
“The Black Legion and the |
knights of the Ku Klux Klan be-
came mortal enemies, each striving
in the communities  for political
domination and control, whether
directly or indirectly, both giving
vent to prejudices against Roman
Catholics, negroes, Jews, Commun-
ists and aliens.”
