BERLIN, June 23.—The German Nat-
ional Assembly by a vote of 237 to 138
has decided to sign the peace treaty
the Assembly today gave a vote of
confidence in the Government of Herr
Bauer 236 to 89. This means that the
treaty will be signed. Sixty eight
members of the Assembly refrained
from voting. After receiving the vote
of confidence the new German Cabinet
will ask that the Allies waive their de-
mands for the surrender of the former
Emperor and for Germany to acknow-
ledge responsibility for the war but no
matter what their reply the peace
-treaty will be signed according to aa.
vices from Weimar,

Germans Asked for 48 Hours
But Were Refused

PARIS, June 23.—Germany today
requested . an additional forty-eight
hours within which to make known its
decision relative to the signing of the
peace treaty without the reservation
refused by the Entente. The Council
of Three flatly refused the request
for additional time. The German
note pleaded that the. change in the
government and the generally dis-|
turbed conditions made it difficult to
complete the arrangements.

The communication from the Ger-
mans was received at three o'clock
this morning. At nine o’clock Presi-
dent Wilson and Premier Clemenceau
met with Premier Lloyd George at
the latter's house for consideration
of the note. The character of this
communication  was not disclosed
however until some time later in the
morning when . announcement was
made that the German request had
been rejected.

Germany Formally Accepts Terms.

PARIS, June 23.—The German Gov-
ernment at Weimar has formally com-
municated its willingness to sign the
peace terms unconditionally, it was
announced this afternoon. The day and
hour for the formal signing of the
treaty is uncertain. The signing
vossibly may take place Tuesday but
more likely Wednesday.

COTTON STRIKE AN UGLY CLASH

IN WINNIPEG

STRIKE SYMPATHIZERS AND MIL-
ITARY EXCHANGE SHOTS
AND MISSILES

ONE MAN KILLED

Riot Act Read. Mounted Police
Charged Crowd. Mob
Dispersed

(Special to Tne Guardian),

WINNIPEG, June 23.—Following the
ugly clash between the Mounted Pol-
ice anq the Military and a mass gath-
ering to strike sympathizers in which
one man was killed, half a dozen ser-
lously injured and over a score hurt,
Sunday passed without incident in
Winnipeg. The trouble arose through
the insistence of returned soldiers’ in
sympathy with the strikers on holding
a parade despite standing orders of
the Mayor that there should be no
parade. The strikers became disorder-
ly and when a street car was attacked
and set on fire the riot act was read.

Mayor Gray was attacked twice
while reading the Riot Act but his as-
sallants were beaten off by officers
with revolvers. Detachment of R. N.
West Mounted Police swung into act-
ion as the Riot Act had been read and
charged the crowd. Attempts to. dis-
mount or knock cut with stones,bricks
and bottles failed but the crowd re-
fused to disperse . It was then that the
order to use their guns as given and
a volley rang out. The bullets went
over the heads of the crowd and there
was a general bolting into the side-
streets. Some of the most adventur-
ous of the mob persisted in their at-
tacks on the police and it was during
thils fighting that the casualties occur-
red. i

The dead man is an Austrian. He
was shot through the heart while
heaving a brick at a policeman. The
Mounted Police had things pretty well
in hand when the special policemen
on foot marched through the streets
and the rioting came to an end. Later
nearly a thousand infantrymen par-
aded the streets with fixed bayonets.
All southward traffic was halted, the
‘Canadian Pacific Ra‘lay stibway cut-
ting the northend of the city off from
the South. The soldiers were with-
drawn today. Many people were unu-
der the impression that the city was
under Martial Law but this was a mis-
interpretation of the reading of the
Riot Act,

VON REUTER
SANK THE SHIPS

INTERNED GERMAN WARSHIPS
SUNK ON ORDERS GIVEN

BY KAISER
VON REUTER ARRESTED
Remainder of Crews Arrested °
Six of Them Killed, Ten
Wounded

]
(Special To The Guardian.)

WEIMAR, June 22.—The German
warships which were not surrender-
ed to the Allies and which have been
anchored off Keil, Wilmelmshaven
and other points have been sunk by
Germun sailors manning them. Ac-
cording ' to the reports - there were
twelve German war vessels, hesides
destroyers, which were in German
waters not having been turned over
'0 the 'Entnte under the armistice
provisions.

:\ll the big laden ships, the battla-
ships” and battle cruisers, excepting
the Baden and numerous craft wera
sunk, while others wemt ashore in a
half sunken condition. Eighteen des-
troyers were bheached by tugs, four

vare still afloat while the remainder

went under.

The "wholesale sinking of the Ger-
man ships, which came to Scapa Flow
under the terms of the armistice was
carefplly arranged by the officery
and crews. All explosives had been
removed, and, therefore, the only
means of destroying the fleet was by
opetiing the sea cocks. ‘The ships
went slowly down, with the German
flag, which the crews had “hoisted,
showing at the mastheads,

The crews, composed entirely of
Germans, under the terms of the arm-
istice which did not permit of British
guards aboard, took to the boats
when the vessels began to settle.
While making for the shore the boats
were challenged and called upon to
surrender. Some of them ignored the
summons and were fired upon, a few
casualties resulting. This stroke, ‘ap-
parently, was a surprise, and the first
news reached London through a ¢or-
respondent who was informed by
farmers in the neighborhood that they
had seen the German ships sinking
with their flags aloft.

The German officers -and crews
have heen made prisoners. None" of
the officials -tonight would offer an
opinion as to how they are to be
dealt with., The Admiralty at . first
denied the report, but later confirmed
it and issued on official statement:

The statement says:

“According to the latest reports
from Scapa Flow all the interned
battleships and battlecruisers have

sunk, except the battleship Baden,
which is still afloat. Five light crui-
sers -have sunk, but three have been
beached. KEighteen destroyers were
beached by local tugs. FKFour destroy-
ers are still afloat.  The rest of the
destroyers have sunk.

“A German rear-admiral and most
of the Germans from the ships are
now in custody aboard British ships.
Some boats from the ships refused to
stop when ordered and were fired up-
on. A sgmall number of Germans
were killed or wounded.

“In accordance with the terms of
the armistice, the German ships were
interned with skeleton crews as care-
takers and without British guards
aboard.”

LONDON, June 23.—It has now been
learned that responsibility for scuti-
ling the German ships belongs to the
German Admiral Von Reuter. He in-
formed the British commander that,
helieving ‘the armistice was termin-
ated he ordered the sinking of the
ships in pursuance of orders given
carly in the war by the ex-Emperor
that no German man-of-war was to be
surrendered.

LONDON, June 21.—The first news
of the sinking of the German fleet
was contained in a Thurz despatch to
the Exchange Telegraph Company.
Early in the afternoon a report wag
circulated by the Exchange Telegraph
Company that virtually the whole
German fleet at Scapa Flow had been
sunk, but a few minutes later the
news agency asked that the despatch
be cancelled.

A later despatch by the Associated
Press from Thurz said:

‘“The hoisting of a red flag at noon
was the signal for the ecrews to
scuttle the German warships in
Scapa Flow. The crews took to the
boats and rowed towards the shore.
The 'guardships fired at the Germans
who jumped overboard and swam
ashore, where they were rounded up.”
