C.A.H.A. Annual
Meeting Held

MONTREAL, April 12—(CP)—
The Canadian Amateur Hockey As-
soclation at its annual meeting
here voted bonuses to the finalists
in both the Memorial and Allan
Cup playoffs. They will go to Osh-
awa Generals, Trail Smoke Bat-
ers, Quebec Aces and the winners
of the New Westminster-Port Ar-
thur series,

Delegates also decided that min-
or hockey in each branch of the
C.A-H.A, will receive a sum of $1,-
2UY for the next scason. This boosts
the grant $500 in the Maritimes,
Queber Ont-rio. Ottawa and Dis-
trict, Thunder Bay and British
Columbia.

Earlier the Association had put
its approval on a west coast senior
international hockey league that
will embody teams from Seattle,
Portland, and British Columbia
cities

Formation of this new league, it
was felt, would give the West Coast
amateur hockey a boost since it
suffered so badly this season when
service teams withdrew from Allan
Cup competition.
