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PAST AND PRESENT

One of the most tragic facts a-
bout man s that™ he is sb slow to
learn from his own past. It a man
or a nation- were fully attentive to
the experiences of former years and
previous generations, history, i the
individual and in soclety, would
bear less resemblance to the stocy
of Sisyphus and his recurrent fail-
ure to reach the top of the hill
with the stone he was pushing up-
wards. The Yesson of Vainglory in
the “Pligrim’s Progress,” who was
sure that he had discovered an
easy way to the Celestial City, and
followed it to disaster, is constantly
repeated and constantly forgotien.

The wrong kind of confidence, or
a confidence resting on sound
foundations but forgetful of humil-
ity, is always a danger, notably so
in religion. The essence of true re-
ligion is grateful ahd obedient res-
ponse in spiritual life to the God
from whom all blessings flow. These
include all that goes to make up
the fabric of truth and worship.
It would, indeed, be quite wrong to
disparage the “advantage’  (St.
Paul's word concerning Jewish
privilege may be recalled) which
consists i the possession of Creed
and Sacraments and forms of prayer
and membership of the Church.
They have their places within a
heritage which has been received
from God, and is no work of human
contrivance. But their messige is
very différent from an assurance
that because a man possesses thom,
all will'be well with him. Doubt-
les, 'so crude a misunderstanding
would always have been repudiat-
ed if its nature had .been made
plain. Yet, too often, the religion
that has been a possession has been
allowed to obscure the need of a
religion that should be also a power
fruitful in its righteeueness.

To learn truly the lessons which
the past has to teach means not dc-
pression but hore. It sets a man or
a soclety a straight road which,
as it is braVely and patiently tel-
lowed, leads away from the sloughs |
of despond. The clear vision of e\‘il‘
and s results need not and should |
not arouse the thought “this must
happen again,”™ but the strong re-'
solve, “this shall not happen agamn,”
a resolve made in humble reliance
upon the God who is “faithful.”
That word sums up one whole side
of the Biblical good news abuut
God. Human faith, responding to
divine faithfulness, knows that, in
ways beyond man's but not beyond
God's knowledge and power, all
trials can be borne; and when their
darkness is over, he who has pas
ed through it will be found still
to stand.

I wish to express my sincere
thanks to the nelghbours of
Kinkora for their many acts of
kindness to myself and femily dur-
ing my illness of the past months.
