Calls Move a Threat

Mr. Eden called the Japanese
move a threat to British territor-
ies and interests in the Far East,
disclosing that Britain also was in
close contact with the Netherlands
East Indies, and the dominions.
Bases in Indo-China might become
springboards for Japanese thrusts
at Singapore, Britain'’s Oriental
Gibraltar; at the top of Malaya;
the Netherlands East Indies or else-
where in the Pacific sphere which
Japan says is hers to dominate.

Referring to denunciation of Ja-
pn as an aggressor by Sumner
Welles, acting secretary of state of
the United States, Mr. Eden said
this was “timely and salutary.”

Import Balance Sheet

The United States, Mexico and
Spain are other producers.

Rubber: Malay and East Indies
supplies would be stopped by block-
ade, but considerable stocks are on
hand in Thailand and Indo-China
produces some.
