During the session of 1947 and
also of 1946, bills to legalize the
ymport, manufacture and sale of
margarine were Introduced iflo

the senate by Senator W.E. Euler.
The bills went down to defeat, with
all four Prince Edward Island mem-
bers of the upper house ranging
themselves against them.

A poll taken by The Guardian last
session revealed that all four mem-
bers of the House of Commons
from the Island province were
against admission of margarine to
this country. Moreover last spring,
when Premier J. Walter Jones was
in Ottawa, he told this newspaper’s
Ottawa correspondent that farmers
in Prince Edward Island “weren't
making any money” when butter
prices were around 55 cents 8
pound. .

Supporters of Mr. Sinclalr's mar-
garine bill, known as “an  act to
amend the dairy industry’ act”, say
that present prices of butter to-
gether with mounting prices of
other food products, clothing and
other ccmmodities, will  force the
commons to admit the butter sub-
stitute to this country.
Studies carried out recently by
the Toronto welfare hoard and by
Ottawa headquarters of  natfon-
wide lakor organizations {indlcate
that availability 'of margarine to
Canadian families in the lower in-
come groups would substantialiy
aid their budgets. A further argu=-
ment advanced here for free legal
entry of margarine to Canada is
that under the .Canada-Newfound-
land agreements, Newfoundland
would bs pwmitted to continue its
use as a bptter substitute in event
of the ancient colony becoming the
tenth province of Canada.
It would be unreasonable, the
margarine protagonists say, that
one province should be singled out
for special favorable treatment in
this respect.
With butter prices threatening
to crowd 70 cents a pound and with
Agriculture Minister Gardiner pre-
dicting higher weat prices in the
near future, margarine is expected
to be one of the livest lssues of the
session early in 1948. *In  many
cases, It is understood, members
of all parties will consult their own
constituents prior to taking one
side or the other in the controversy.

Dr. Raymond Boyer
Is Found Guilty

MONTREAL, Dec, 7 ——(CP)—
Last of the prosecutions springing
from the Royal Commission inquiry
of 1946 into Russian-directed es=
pionage activities in Canada ended
Saturday night when a  King’s
Bench Court jury here ¢onvicted
Dr. Raymond Boyer, Montreal
scientist, of conspiracy to violate
the Official Secrets Act.

Mr. Justice Wilfrid Lazure, who
presided over the two-week trial,
postponed sentence,

Dr. Boyer, wartime explosives re=-
search experi, was taken to the
cells at Provincial Police head-
quarters here, His ball  of $15,000
was cancelled.

Defence counsel announced bthab
leave to appeal the conviction
would be sought Tuesday, and it
was presumned that application for
new bail would be made if the ap-~
peal were permitted.

CHURCH OF SCOTLAND PULPIT
