WASHINGTON, Sept. 12— One of
the questions which’ the Olapp com-
mittee investigation the financing of
recent political campaigns will con-
sider will be the proposal to have the
government defray the expenses of
candidates for office.
'Strong-sentiment for this reform ex
ists in the committee, and it is sure
to be regarded with favor by some
members of Congress, who find that
the incidental = eXpénses of candidacy
make a big inroad  on' their salary.
Under such conditions contributions
from individuals would probably be
prohibited as contributions from cor-
porations now are prohibited.

The third term candidate in his
lettér to Senator Clapp last Monday
déclared that so long as the expenses
of primaries and elections were borne
by individuals instead of by the gov-
ernment ho limit should be placed on
the amount which an Individual
might contribute.

Some ‘of the States now limit the
expenditures of candidates and others
defray a part of the cost of printing.
In Oregon delegates to national con-
ventidns are paid $600.
