Fla., Dec. 17—(CP)—An

aerial tra'lnlng ship will be operated
out of here this winter in prepara-

'tlon for a flight by Pan American

Airways men across the Pacific
Ocean, a preliminary, if all  goes
well, to establishment of a Trans-
Pacific airmalil service.

The ship, a giant multi-motored
amphibian aeroplane, will be flown
from a base, here on prolonged ove-

j water flights to familiarize five of

six picked men with conditions they
are llkely to meet in a flight from
California to Canton, China. Each
will be required to make himself an
expert in his own job and to learn
the jobs of all his companions.
The men who will carry out the
experimental flights across the.
Pacific will be “captains” or “junior
pllots” of the air service.

They will be trained
in' making flights over water, by
day and night and will fly further
and further from land as their
training develops.
When the glant plane takes off
from San Francisco for Canton it
will start an 8,500-mile journey on
a b6-hour schedule which. will
necessitate an average cruising
speed of 160 miles an hour. The
plane is capable of 191-miles an
hour. with all engines turning over
at maximum revolutions, and has
a range of 3,000 miles.
The route of the Trans-Pacific
flight will be San Franoisco to
Honolulu, 2,410 miles; Honolulu to
Wake Island, 2,300 miles; Wake
Island to Guam, 1,509 miles; Guam
to Manila, 1,600 miles,; Manila to
Canton, 600 miles.
