DULL AND WATING

NEW YORK, March 21—the exces-
sive dullness into which the dealings
in stocks fell today was ascribed to
a waiting attitude on the part of
the large operative forces. :

The critical stage 'of a number of
negotiations for labor settlements
left a disposition to await the final
outcome in these cases. The coal
mining prospect. had some influence
on the soft coal carriers although a
speculative movement has been evi-
dent in these stocks for some time
past.
