Then the
Martian floods the district with a
black, p:isonous gas, that clings to
the ground and Kkills scores, while
he sits secure on top of his walking
machine. In the meantime as-
stronomers in other countries 09-
serve a dozen puffs of flame on the
red planet and these turn out to
be the precursors of their invaders.
They all aim for Britain, and with
heat-ray and poiscn gas drive the
inhabitants uncerzround, even intu
the sewers. But they do not ex-
terminate the people because they
need them for foed. One of the
characters describes, in real eye-
witness style, how he saw a Mar-
tian thrust his tentacle into the
ruins of a house, pull out a shiver-
in wrech and inserting his beak-
like mouth, suck his blocd!- Wells
says that by drinking the fresh gore
of the victims. the Martians could
work all the twenty-four hours of
the day, without resting to recuper-
ate; but I am not eertain that this
idea is physiologically sound! An-
other result of the invasion was
the spread of the “red weed.” It
appears that the reddish hue of
Mars is due to its vegetation, and
some seeds having come in the
Martian’s rcckets, a red weed
ohokes the rivers and ruins the
fields, = (Perhaps the idea comes
from the Canadian water-weed
(Elodea canadenois) which has
choked the slow-moving rivers of
East Anglia.)

The other arrivals establish a
camp where it is said at leasl one
Martian was born. But help comes
from an unexpected quarter, The
Martians, thousands of years in
advance of the earthfclk, have long
ago got rid of microbes, just as we
are slowly doing; and they have
consequently lost their resistance
to these organisms.. Our microbes
sweep their camp like a pestilence,
and they all die. The red weed
falls to the plant flights, and dis-

appears like our eel-grass. The in-
vasion 15 over—but the scars’ re-
main, The books is realistic in a
way, as the reader will notice from
this very brief review.

Then there came a number of
imitations, one a slap-stick comedy
.called “The War of the Wenuses”,
the invading heroines being “ABC.
girls”; that is, waitresses at the
AB.C, restaurants, a chain o1 ted-
rooms then newly -establizhed in
London. I recall very little of this
story excepting the authors name,
Pozzuoli, which I think is Itahan
for ‘Mttle wells”. (Really it's the
name of a town near Naples).

Then there was the “War of the
Sexes” written by a military man,
if I remember correctly. There
were happenings that prompted
this romance: one was the grow-
ing clamor for “vobtes for women”,
and the other was a story going
the rounds of the press, that re-
search chemists had produced
from inorganic materials a proto-
plasmic "body in the shape of a
fish. The novelist took us into the
far future when humanity is re-
produced in ‘the laboratory by
chemjcal synthesis, and woman
having become supreme, all - the
newcomers are ordained to be of
the dominant sex. The number of
males in England had fallen to four
hundred. and these were hustled
into a kind of ghetto in London, as
if they were lepers. If one of the
poor wretches boards a train all
the other passengers draw their
skirts away from contact with him!
At last a war breaks out and the
four hundred are drafted to the
front line: in the first battle all
are killed except one, and he comes
back to wish he'd been killed too,
As he is the last man it is decided
to keep him as a kind of “museum
piece” and the different institutes
quarrel amongst themselves as w
who shall have custody of him. I
forget how the story winds up but
recollect, that it was very amusing
and “had mere to it” than the
War of the Wenuses.
