A Dominion Bureau of Statistics
report on cold-storage e hold-
ings at Jan, 1 in nine citles plac-
ed the total at 0,085 dozen a-
gainst 302,184 dozen on the same
date a year ago and 379,193 doz-
en at last Dec, 1,

Officlals sald fewer e(fgs were
being routed into col storage
since shipments to the United
Kingdom now are.belng made in
powdered form. Although cold-
storage holdings were down, the
fresh egg stocks in the nine it
ies showed a major gain in the
month ended Jan, 1, Supplies then
totalled 705,642 dozen against 113,-
213 dozen Dec. 1,

Stocks of frozen eggs in the nine
citles also showed a major gain,
at 4,316,081 dozen against 3,737-
551 dozen at Jan. 1, 1042,

Egg production has held un well
during the early winter months
and consumers have benefitted by
a recent reduction in prices, of-
ficials sadd.
