An alignment of Premier King
with the Boer Premier of South Af-
rica for the purpose specified would
be resented by a very large portion
of the people of Canada as a first
step toward the dismemberment of
the Empire.

We shall doubtless learn more of
this matter before the Conference
meets, While Mr. King has no
mandate as yet to disturb our pre-
sent relations with the ‘Imperial
Government, it seems not improb-
able that he may ask authority of
Parliament to do so, an authority.
which could only be rightly con-
ferred by the ‘people of Canada af-
ter they were consulted in regard
thereto. So far the people of Can-
ada have not heen consulted at all.

This' home news from Paris
whether authentic or not, will pro-
bably have the effect of directing
more than usual attention and in-
terest to the Imperial Conference
session that is shortly to take place.

There is another burning ques-
tion that will not brook delay much
longer. The Ottawa Government
must grapple at once with the ques-
lands which
were faithlessly passed overto the
provinces of Ontario, Quebec and
Alberta, without the slightest re-|
gard for our equitable share in
those lands. Since then it has as-!
sumed the form of a large-sized
bluff upon a small-sized Province,
whilst our Province has been com-
pelled to. struggle with insufficient
Provincial revenues to meet our ne-
cessities — forced by this federal
grab to impdse direct taxation on
every foot of land they own and
had to pay the cold cash for.
