TERRIBLE EXPLOSION
NN Y BAY

(Canadian Press)

NEW YORK, June 27.—Two hun-
dred tons of fuel oil on the tank
steamer Mohawk, owned by the
Standard Oil Co., exploded with a
arrific roar and burst of flames this
afternoon, while the vessel was at
anchor in New York Bay, killing five
persons and injuring five others. A
dozen more are unaccounted for, but
it is believed they have escaped on
crafts that came to their assistance
as soon as the accident became known
or by swimming ashore. Two bodies
were seen floating in the hold while
the fire boats were still pouring
streams of water into the burning
boat late to-night. The other three
victims  wekre probably blown to
pieces.

The carelessness of a machine help-
er is supposed to have caused the ex-
plosion. Fifty men, including the
clew, and twenty machinists who
were making repairs before the Mo-
hawk sailed for Havana, in the morn-
ing, were aboard -when the crash
came. Perhaps a dozen of them were
in the boiler rooms. The helper is
supposed to have dropped a washer
in the hold = below the fire room and
seeking to recover it is believed to
have carried a lighted candle which
caused the explosion among generat-
ed gases in the hold. The explosion
was heard for miles around. A twen
ty-foot column of flame, smoke and
debris rushed from the steamer with
the detonation of a volcano and the
Mohawk was seen to settle, while
tugs and other boats rushed to her
assistance.

Both were run-
ning at a high speed when each of the
drivers fortunately saw the approach-
ing train. Brakes were promptly ap-
plied and the trains were brought to
a standstill when only six feet from
cach other., There was congiderable
trepidation when the accident was re-
lated to the passengers, most of
whoms were asleep at the time.

The second train, with the remain-
der of the pilgrims on board, when
near Campbellton, N. B., met with a
serious mishap, three cars being de-
