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FIGHT IN THE AIR

German, British and French Areoplanes Fought
 Fiercely Over the Battleground. Four German

Reroplanes Were Brougt to Earth and Occu

pants Coptured.

(Special to the Guardian.)

PARIB, Nov. 13.—~A thrilling en-
counter, in which eight German aero-
planes, two French and two British
tigured, oceurred in the vicinity or
Ypres. The German machines were
destroyed finally by our artillery, anu
eight officers, whom they carried, were
killed. The Germans were
seen approaching to reconnoitre the
lines of the Allies, The French and
British airships immediately ascended
to meet them.

For some time the air crafts cir-
cled - about each other, rising’ and

descending, while machine gung
spattered bullets among them. The
sky was clear and the gunners on the
ground had a god view of the aero-
planes, but they failéd to cripple any
German machines, Then suddenly the
four of the Allied aeroplanes nifde a
swift dash towards their own trenches,
and were followed by the Germans,
who, to late, discovered the feint, and
perceived the situation only when
shrapnel burst among them. In a few
minutes four of the German aero-
planes rushed to the earth.

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PATRIOTIC MEETING
AT SUMMERSIDE

A large and enthusizstic meeting
was held in Market Hall, Summerside,
on Thursday evening at which the dif-
ferent speakers urged the need of
more recruits for overseas duty.

Mayor Saunders presided and in a
brief address urged upon all young
men who could do so to offer their ser-
vices in this hour of great peril, He
paid a tribute to the British Navy and
stated how canada had been saved mil-
lions of dollars through the freedom
of shipping in the Atlantic during the
present war. He spoke of the pros-
perity of our province which he gave
as a reason why more did not enlist
for the front.

Mr. R. H. Campbell, Superintendent
of Education, was the next speaker.
He referred to the great danger our
empire was in and stated that more
men were wanted to fight the battles.
He referred to the way the militia of
the province had been criticized and
showed the difliculty of militia work
here. Last year about 1,000 men were
drilled. A number of these were boys
of 15 years and upwards, who were
under age; others were college stu-
dents, who are now out of the pro-
vince. In the face of this about twen-
ty-four hours after war was declared
120 men left for Halifax and Canso.
75 men were sent to Valcartler, who
are now on their way to wae front. A
company was sent to Halifax to take
the place of those who had been trans-
ferred. The Army Medical Corps went
to Valcartier to establish a station
hospital and after completing their
work returned to our province to
await a further call and in proportion
to population Prince Edward Island
had contributed as many native-born
men as any other.place in the domin-
fon. Mr. Campbell stated that a num-
ber of officers had volunteered for ser-
vice and would be ready when the call
came for them to go. .In conclusion
Mr., Campbell claimed that the militia
of Prince Edward Island had doge well
under the circumstances and he felt
that our island would give a better ac-
count of itself in the future than it has
in the past, and the past record is
good. ;

Rev. Dr. Fullerton, of Charlotte-
town, delivered an eloquent address in
which he set forth the causes which
brought about this terrible war. He
emphasized the importance of each
one of us doing our duty. He referred
to the terrible disaster that has over-
taken Belgium, claiming that we owed
a debt to her which we never could
repay. He went on to show that it
was the Allies of Great Britain that
the Germans were after, and after
crushing her allies she would aim to
humble Britain herself. Germany
thought her opportune time to strike
had come as she reckoned on an in-
surrection in India and South Africa
and civil war in Ireland, but her cal-
culations have all been upset. The
British Empire was never more unit-
ed than it is to-day, and the people of
Ireland, India and South Africa are
rallying to her support. He claimed
that Canada was doing her duty, stat-
ing that the Dominion had gathered
32,000 men for overseas duty, who are
now on their way to the front. In his
remarks he pald a warm tribute to
the British. Navy Ships were free to-
day. He felt sure it would not be long
before this province of ours would be
vigited by some of them and the con-
sequenses would be disastrous as he
felt sure that the Germans had a full
knowledge of resources and values of
ottr province as well as the other Mari-
time Provinces. In conclusion Dr. Ful- !
lerton stated that in a great many re-
spects Prince Edward Island had done
well, but everything has been done in
the way of recruiting by the militia,
However this is, mot the time for dif-
ferences of opinion. Let us stop knock
ing and get together with one object
in . view—Britain needs more men.
How many young men here to-night
are willing to offer their services?

Rev. T. DeWolfe White gave a short
address at the close fn which he em-
phasized the need of more men and
urged upon every one who could pos-
sibly do so to enlist.

BLOODIEST BATTLE YET
ALLIES LINES BROKEN
ENEMY HURLED BACK

WITH AWFUL LOSSES

(Special to the Guardian.)

LONDON, Nov. 13—~The Official
Press Bureau issued the following
communication at 11 o'clock to-night:

A very severe attack against the
portion of the line held by the first
army corps before Ypres was de-
livered by the Prussian Guard corps.
The enemy made an effort to break
the line, which they hoped already had
been weakened by -attacks of the
infantry of the line. The fact are
briefly as follows:—

Our troops were subjected to the
heaviest bombardment which we have
as yet experienced, from dawn for
three hours. This was at once fol-
lowed by an assault in force, carried
out by the first and fourth brigades
of the Prussian Guard corps. It is
understood that these 'picked troops
have been brought up specially to act
against us in order to force a way
through at points _where previous
efforts made by their infantry- of the
line failed.

The attack was pressed with the
greatest bravery and determination.
Owing to the gallantry of our troops
and their splendid resistance against
great odds the attempt to penetrate
Ypres was repulsed, but the weight of
the enemy's advance enabled them to
break through our lines at three
points. They were, however, hurled
back and preyented from gaining
further ground.

Immense loss was inflicted on the
Germans, seven hundred dead having
been found on ground behind the front
trenches alone. The casualties suf-
tered in advancing to our line under
direct enfiladed fire must have been
enormous. Our casualties were also
heavy.

The action of our troops on this,
as well as on previous occasions,
cannot be praised too highly.

HAVRE, Nov. 12.~—Havre, the war
capital of Belgium, looks little differ-
ent from Havre of other days. The
reason is the Belgians have taken over
a summer resort suburb known as
Nice-Havrais and turned its hotels,
clubhouses and casinos into govern-
ment offices, not neglecting private
dwellings and a large but half empty
department store, Automobiles flying
the Belgian colors race along the bou-
levards, but if the city has taken on
gny _E}relgn tmg% it is rather Britich
or British soldiérs and motor vans
may be seen everywhere.

The main offices of the Belgian gov-
ernment are divided between the
Hotellerie, a large tea and clubhouse
on & point overlooking the sea at the
further end of Nice-Havrais and the
department-store over on the Havre
side.

WOMEN FOR CONDUCTORS.

Belgian headquarters are maintained
for the Belgian refugees in the city
hall of Hayre. There, bread tickets and
old clothés are distributed and work
is found for those able to work, me-
chanics of all clagses, particularly
those with telegraph, railway or foun-
dry experience, are engaged off hand,
since they are badly needed in France
where all available men have been
called to the fromt, Except for  the

necessary dock workers, everyone able
to serve at the front has been called
out of Havre. Women conductors are
not unusual on the street cars and al-
most all of the small shops are run by
women,

Although its streets are filled with
trafiic, there is little of the gay life
remaining in Havre. Frequenters of
the cafes are few, and mostly soldiers.
The cafes themselves close at 8 o'clock
in the evening and the restaurants at
10. From then until morning, Havre
{s a dry town. There is no longer
music in the cafes, .The theatres,
oven the moving picture houses, are
closed down, for people havy no heart
for amusements. However, the streets
have not been darkened.

FOOD PRICES NOT AUGMENTED,

Prices of food and other supplies
have not been affected by the war. The
first shops attempting to raise prices
were destoryed by mobs, which caused
the others to hang out signs saying
the old rates remained. The govern-
ment then fixed the maximum rates
of all commodities. Food, especially
fish and fruit, is rather cheaper than
before the war.

The British have turned a number
of hotels and other buildings into hos-
pitals and their hospital ship lies in
the Havry docks. They also use this

British

firms, depart constantly for
known only to the army.

An exchange of German money for
Prench has been arranged for the Ger-
man prisoners detailed at Havre, in
jail and hospitals. This enables them
to buy tobacco and other lxuries,
Only the wounded Germans are kept
here. The prisoners of war taken by
the British are sent across thg chan-
nel almost as fast as they arrive. But
the wounded are place@ in hospitals
under guard.

NO COM-

PRISONERS HAVE
PLAINTS

Of the captured officers and men
talked with, none' had any complaints.
Their treatment, they said, was the
same as the French and British wound-
ed received. In the jails, the men are
kept in separate cells at night, but al-
lowed to mingle together in the yard
during the day. Although rather
downcast in appearance, owing to their
position as prisoners, they are ex-
tremely docile and give the authorities
no trouble.

The arrival of captured German sol-
diers is a not uncommon sight. In no
case has there been any demonstra-
tion by the people. The prisoners re-
ceive the same rations as the British
soldiers and seem to be well treated.
