INDUSTRY

Unrevised Figures
Show Total Market-
ed Value About the
Same as Last Year.

Unrevised figures of the market-
ed value of the fisheries of the
Province for the year 1933 total
about the same as the marketed
value last year, which was $1,133,-
335, states Mr. 8. T. Gallant, Sup-

| crvisor of Fisheries to whom The

Guardian is indebted for the fol-
lowing detailed summary.

The catch of cod is slightly in
cxcess of that of last year (35994
cwt), but as the demand was poor
for this fish, the marketed value is
below the 1932 figure.

The marketed value of hake is
slightly below that of last -year,

though the catch is somewhat
larger. Last year's figures were
35594 cwt, marketed valu e$54,-
5017

The herring catch Is some 716,200
lbs. in excess of last year's figure
of 52,598 cwt., and the marketed
value will be above that of last
year ($66,763). Several hundred
barrels of the catch were fat fall
hcrring and these are commanding
good prices.

There is an Increase of some
3,013 cwt. in the mackerel catch,
which last year totalled 6,077 cwt.;
but there is little demand for this
fish, and consequently the market-
ed value will be affected. Last year
the marketed value was $18,260 and
this year the increased catch will
bring it to about the same figure.

The salmon catch, 147 cwt., is in
cxcess of last year also but the
marketed value will be about the
same. Salmon are caught chiefly in
Northern Kings County.

Last year the osyter catch was
5,873 barrels. This year it is about
1,000 barrels in excess of that fig-
ure. There was a steady demand
for oysters taken in Richmond Bay
and extremely high prices were ob-
tained. The marketed value will
therefore be in excess of last year,
when it was $24,329.

The catch of lobsters was ap-
proximately 23039 cwt. less than
lasi year’s figure of 141570 cwt.,
but as marketing conditions towards
the end of the season were very
favourable the marketed value will
be about the same as last year
($893,906.)

Throughout the ycar, the demands
made on shippers of this Province
for both eggs and poultry has
greatly exceeded their ability
supply. This weuld seem to indicate
that there is considerable room for
cxpansion in the Poultry Industry,
and we are given to understand that
cven at today's low prices, when the
ccmparatively lower production
ccsts are taken into consideration,
there is still considerable profit in
poultry husbandry.

There is also a very fine potential
market offered to our fa'mers in
the British Isles, but so far, we
have in this Province been unable
to take advantage of this, as we do
not have a sufficient continuity of
bly to meet the requirements of
Fritish importers.

pure bred swine. This policy aims
to determine three things, namely,
the prolificacy of a sow, the inher-
ent tendency within the sow of
handing down to her progeny casy
feeding qualities as otherwise, and
lastly the ability of this progeny
to measure up to the requirements
as stipulated in the slaughter test.
During the past year 31 sows were
associated with this policy in this
Province, many of them being en-
tries as made in 1933, Breeders who|
participated in this policy during
thé past year in most cases were
successful in qualifying their sows;
in fact according to the supervisor
of this work for the Dominion a
larger percentage of sows, as enter-
ed under this policy, was qualified
in this province, than in any other
province of the Dominion.

The advanced registry of swine
has now developed to the point of
being a part of the pedigree, as is-
sued for registered individuals
which have developed themselves
with this policy. There is a cons:d-
erable likelihood that registered
stock from qualificd dams, may be
a feature at the next swine show
and sale.

Swine Show and Sale

Considering prevailing hog prices
during 1933 and up until October
the swine show and sale was con-
sidered one of the most successful
as yet conducted. This sale provides
a splendid avenue for the disposi-
tion and securing of top quality
boars and sows, as bred and de-
veloped in this province. thirty-
cight boars and sows were disposed
of at an aggregate value of $969
making an average per head which
compares very favourably with the
price realiced at similar sales in
Upper Canada

All breeding stock as sold at this
sale remain:d ih Prince FEdward|
Island which in {ts2ll is a good in-
dication of the interest displayed
with a view to furtherance of bacon
type production.

Hog Grading

With reference to the hog grad-
ing policy of the Federal Depart-
ment the official grading of hogs is
carried out on the basis of the off
car weight or off truck weigcht at
the point of destination where this
grading inspection is done. As has
been pointed out in the press from
time to time recently farmers
should endeavour as'far as possible
to have their hogs weighing from
210 to 230 pounds country weight
and well fleshed. Producers should
alm as far as possible also at pro-
perly finishing their hogs for the
market, .

Bacon Hog Fairs

The aims of bacon hog fairs, such
as have been conducted up until
the present time in this province
have been to point out to exhibitors
and others interestcd the market
type in demand, with a view to en-
couraging as many farmers as pos-
cible to retain only the most desir-

able sows for breeding purposes
and to have these mated to good
bacon type boars. A fair of this
kind aiso provides an opportunity

of determining to proper degree of
fleshing for finished market bacon
hogs. During the past year bacon
hog fairs were conducted at Albany,
Argyle Shore, Montague and Mur-
ray River. Despite very unfavourable
weather conditions in one or two
instances classes in most cases were
well filled

During the past year a consider-
able number of young registered
boars and sows were shipped out
of the province to Quebee and New-
foundland.

C0-OPERATIVE
MARKETING OF
LIVESTOCK

Economic Value of
Practice Stressed by
Mr. John Gillis, Sec-
retary of Associa-
tion,

The following article on co-oper-
ative marketing of livestock was
prepared for The Guardian by Mr.
John @illis, Secretary of the
Prince Edward Island Co-operative
Livesotck Marketing Association:
Co-operative marketing of live-
stock has been carried on during
the year in the interests of live-
stock producers in much the same
way as in previous years. The ship-
ping clubs at different points of
production serving as assembling
agencies for the scattered units
throughout th districts, and feeding
¢ a central marketing
ard, at present and since the
carly part of August operating at
Charlettetown. In this connection
it may be said that for a consid-
erable period of time the Live-
' Marketing Board at Moncton,
h was being used as a market-
agency by the various Island
bs, was not giving the satisfac-
y service expected of it. Efforts
were made from time to time to
bring about remedial measures but
without success. Finally, at a
largely attended meeting of ship-
ping clubs representatives held in
Charlottetcwn on August 4th, it
was unanimously agreed upon that
a Prince Edward Island Marketing
Board, with headquarters in Char-
lottetown, was urgently needed, and
a motion to bring such an organi-
zation into existence was immed-
jately put into effect. This newly
formed organization has been op-
erating since that time wilh a con-
siderable degree of success, as in-
dicated by net returns to patrons—
if such can" be used as a medium
of measurement—and is worthy of
a greater volume of support from
the country, even than the very
liberal patronage it has enjoyed
since the commencement of its
operations.
It should he remembered, how-
ever, that the value of a go-oper-
ative marketing agency cannot be
determined by the returns secured
for cach individual article that may
be offered for immediate sale, nor
yet even for cach sale that may
be consummated on a larger quan-
tity basis, Its value to the indi-
vidual, to the communty, and to
the province can only be determined
by the service it renders over a
lorger period of time; by the meas-
ure of success which attends its
efforts in reaching out for greater
and more valuable markets, and
making them available to the in-
dividual producer through co-op-
erative channels, and by the stabil-
izing of local weekly quotations and
maintaining them on a fairer basis
of differential as comparable with
these more distant markets than
inevitably would be the case were
collective marketing efforts abane
doned.
We Dbelieve that co-operative
marketing of Farm Products, al-
though being praciised for a con-
siderable period of time with rc-
spect to the disposition of various
commodities is still only in its
infancy in this province. It is the
only sane method of sale that can
be applied to the marketing of any
farm product if we value the as-
surance it gives that there will be
returned to the producer the larg-
est possible percentage of the con
sumer's dollar. It is the only sys-
tem that has such as its ultimate
purpose, and is the only system or
method that has within itself the
desire to attain such an objective.
Prince Etrward Island probably
leads the entire North American
Continent in its co-operative mar-
keting methods, efforis and prac-
tices, and yet we fall far short of
our possibilities in this respect, Our
livestock, our potatoes, our poultry
and eggs, our fox fur, and our wool
produciion are only partly under the
control of co-operative marketing
agencies, and subject to benefits de-

very much to the detriment of both.
ur dairy products—butter and
cheese—are still sold *“Grandma
Fashion,” and up to the present
time remains a field to be exploited
at will by the wily speculator. This
should not be, and we trust im-
mediate steps will be taken to make
these products of the dairy cow|
subject to a more profitable si's-
tem of salesmanship than it has|
hitherto enjoyed

It was the original intention to
confine this article to the marketing
of live stock and to make it brief.
However, the writer's weakness is
that of wandering Into foreign
fields, perhaps due to the fact that
his co-operative mindedness knows
no bounds. If transgression is in
evidence in this respect apologies
are profuse, but I trust what has
been said may lead to further ac-
tivities along the road of improve-

“There was no crop which did not
give at least an average yleld.

“The spring was somewhat back-
ward, wet and cold, until practically
the end of June from which time
the weather continued very dry
and warm. The weather during hay-
ing was ideal, and never was the
hay stored in better condition. It
was feared that the root and grain
crops would suffer on account of
the dry weather. The yield of straw
was nearly average, but the grain
itself gave a higher than average
vield of excellent quality. For the
most part the weather during har-
vest was good, and in only a few
instances did any crop suffer on
account of too much weathering of
grain in stook, In the middle of
September the weather broke and
continued wet throughout the fall,
thus greatly delaying usual agri-
cultural operations,

Field Crops

“The acreage of the various field
crops in this province remains prac-
tically the same each year. The
total acreage for 1933 shows a
slight decrease as ocompared with
1932. Potatoes had the same acre-
age as the previous year. Turnips
showed an increase of 1000 acres
over 1932.

“The potato crop unlike that of
the year 1932 remained green, and
the yield far exceeded that antici-
patcd during the latter part of Aug-
ust. The quality for the most part
was good, rot showing in very few
areas,

Turnips

“The turnip crop was one of the
best we have ever had in the pro-
vince, both in yleld and in quality,
particularly in the latter.

“The marketing of the turnips
began shortly after the middle of
August and continued till close of
the year. Only for a short time
were turnips below 20c¢ a bushel
while the price varied between 20c
and 30c during the shipping season.

“Unfortunately heavy frost set in
November 4th. At the time this
was not considered anything to
worry over. As in other years, it
was expectéd that Indian summer
would give a chance for cleaning up
of the fall’'s work. Instead winter
closed down, and during the month
of November most severe frosts
prevailed. The losses to farmers
and shippers cannot be estimated.
Hundreds of acres of turnips re-
mained undharvested, and this in a
year when a market is available
for the entire supply with good
prices means financial loss to grow-
ers.

Potato Shipments

The carly heavy frost in Novem-
ber followed heavy storms in Oc-
tocber, which delayed the arrival of
steamers caught the shippers with
large quantities of potatoes in box
cars at shipping point awaiting the
arrival of steamers. This coupled
with the loss experienced by the
farmer himself with potatoes he
had in outbuildings made the
marketing of potatoes for the fall
of 1933 most difficult and unsatis-
factory for shipper and consumer.

Prices

“The prices remained fairly
steady, that of seed cobblers show-
ing a substantial increase over the
price received during the last two
or three years. Shipping continued
by boat up to the end of December, |
and if ice conditions permit, will
continue into the month of Janu-
ary, as there are cargoes assembled
for two steamers at Souris and
Georgetown. The market this year
for potatoes has been almost en-
tirely in United States and Cuba,
