LONDON, Jan. 23.—Here is a_piece
of ‘hitherto unwritten history  which
will ‘doubtless receive its due place in
the archives of the war, and will cer-
tainly have to be taken into consid-
eration by the future biographer of
present Lord Chancellor and
pliilosopher, jurist and much-calum-
niated person.

Soon agter the outbreak of the war,
it will be remembered, Lord Haldane:
was the object . of certain attacks
which went so far as to suggest that
the admiration he had always ex-
pressed for .German literature and
philosophy, and the efforts  he had
made to ameliorate the political rela-
tions of Germany and Britain unfitted:
him for the work he was doing for his
country, and even rendered that work
suspected.

}{aldane was the cry. Kitchener was
given to those who cried for him. It
Iooked as if “K. of K.’s advent at the
War Office was a direct result of
newspaper campaign. As a matter of
fact, Kitchener’s appointment to the
War Office was decidéd upon by the
Prime Minister, Mr. Asquith, before a
single line had appeared in any news.
paper advocating his appointment.
and the particular irony of the situa-
tion is that it was Lord Haldane him-
self . who suggested Kitchener's ap-
pointment .to Mr. Asquith.

Mr. Asquith Agreed

The Lord Chancellor has been de-
rided by his enemies and traducers in
the press as having “a German nunad”
It was possibly thanks to his know!-
edge of Germany and the German
character that, when the war begun
he realized, possibly more quickly
than any other man in England, how
thcroughly Germany must have pre-
pared for it and how vast and com-
plicated was the task beforc the Al
lies. Mr. Asquith was at the begin-
ning’ of last August discharging the
duties of war minister as the sequel
to the Curragh incident. With the tre-
mendous extra pressure entailed by
the preparations for the great strug-

gle, wne rrime Minister called upon
Lord Haldane to assist him at the
War Office.
