The following report was sub-
mitted by Miss Eva Beer, nurse in
charge of the P. E. I. Protestant
Orphanage at the annual meeting
f the organization held last Fri-
day night in the Zion Church hall:

Another year has quicky passed
and once again we stand before you
to give an account of our s'»ward-
ahip. We carried throughout  the
year a daily average of 50 cnildren,
admitted 25 and discharged 13 —
please note and weigh careful'y this
fact— 3 only were children horn
out of wedlock, the other a2
much more to be pitied, came from
broken homes elther both parents
dead—a family of 5 mother dead,
fami'y of 3—father dead—ani a
family of 8—with father and
mother living. Here are facts: they
were admitted in October, a year
previous they had been made wards
of the Provincial Guardian before
Magistrate Mellish in Montague as
they were residents of Kings Co.
When the parents begged for an-
other chance, with government and
kindly nelfhbors they carried on.

They shovelled out
the dirt, built a fire and fed those
children and left enough fcod for
their breakfast.
