Churchill
Tells Blunders
In Nazi Move

LONDON, April 11—(CP Cable)
—Following are the passages in
the - speech of the First Lord of
the Admiralty, Winston Churchill,
describing Germany's invasion of
Scandinavia as a Napoleonic blun-
der and announcing that the Royal
Navy will wipe out all German
shipping in the Skagerrak and the
Kattegat:—

1 consiaer Hitler's action in in-
vading Scandinvala as at 8
sirategic and political error as that

of Napoleon ~when he invaded
Spain,
Hitler’s Blunders
Hitler has violated the soll of

peoples dwelling in extensive
countries, capable of maintaining
with British and French aid_ pro-
longed resistance to nis soldiers
and his Gestapo.

He has almost doubled the edfi-
clency of the Allied blockade.

He has made a whole serles of
commitments for which he will
now have to fight, if necessary,
during the whole summer, against
powers possessing vastly superior
naval forces and able to transport
their forces more easily than he
can.

I cannot see any counter-advan-
tage he has gained except the -
satisfaction of another exercise of
his brutal lust of unbridled power,

Grieved as we are at the misery
now extended to wider areas we
are greatly advantaged by what

has occurred provided we can,
with unceasing’ and increasing
vigor, turn  to the utmost the

strategic blunder into which our
mortal enemy has been provoked:
Everyone must recognize the
reckless handling which has flung
a whole German fleet out upon
the savage seas of war as if it
were a mere counter to cast away
for a particular operation.
We and the French are far
stronger than the German navy.
We have enough forces to maintain
control of the Mediterranean at the
same time as we carry on our
operations in the North Sea. Bub
in the very much smaller forces
of the German navy most grievous
losses have been already sustain-
ed. Norwegian batteries have tak-
en their toll. Four German cruis-
ers—nearly half the total strength
—have been sunk and & number
of German destroyers with sev=
eral more U-boats have been de-
’eroyed, all since Sunday.

German Navy Mutilated

The German navy must be re-
garded as deeply mutilated in re-
spect to this extremely important,
indispensable  cruiser strength.
Our submarines, by no means
asleep, have taken a heavy toll of
German transport and store ships
crossing toward Scandinavia. We
have given them fullest liberty of
action where humanity does not
impose restraint.

All the German ships In the
Skagerrak and the Kattegat will-
be sunk and by night all ships will
be sunk as opportunity serves. We
are not geing to allow the enemy
to supply their armies across these
waters with impunity.

The Germans have already ord-
ered all merchant ships from this

area. In this respect our advice
coincides with theirs,
We hope to take an increasing

toll. Up to the present nearly &
dozen ships, some of large ton-
nage, have been sunk or captured
either in the Kattegat or in other
parts of the North Sea or in at-
tempting to bring supplies to the
force landed at Narvik.

Nazis Silent

BERLIN, April 11 —(CP) —Ger-
man oflicials maintained a tight-
lipped silence about the air and sea
war in Scandinavia tonlght. claim-
ing that “to divulge all detalls now
would of course be giving valuable
information to the enemy.”

Claims made by the DNB in con-
rnection with the air-sea war were

that German bombers damaged &

Norway.

In an hour-long review of the
sea and air battle along Nor-
way's jagged coastline, Mr.
Churchill gave the House an
interim report of the navy's
feats which, he said, “are
worthy of any in our history.”
The First Lord denied that Bri-

tain had occupied any of the Ger-
man-captured points on Norweg=-
ifan territory, but he gave a broad
hint that the German garrisons
would be uprooted just as soon as
the navy had cut communication
lines between the Reich and Nor-
way and had finished its immed-
fate task of sweeping the German
navy from the seas.

It still was extremely difficult
to compute the German naval
and merchantship losses with
any dcn{lree of accuracy but Mr.
Churchill’'s words that “I con-
sider the German fleet crippled
in important respects” gives
some idea of their extent,

Of Germany'’s cruiser
strength of eight, she lost at least!
four in this engagement which ser-
jously reduces the striking forces un-
der Grand Admiral Raeder's com-
mand. (Two German_ cruisers were
sunk iast autumn. Unless she  has
managed to place new ones in com-|
mission, she has only two left in!
service.)

Nazi Casualties High

Naval sources said tonight that |
four Nazi cruisers alone would have
carried 2250 men, and estimated
that total German casualties might
well exceed 5,000. On the other hand, |
British casualties were thought to0
be below 1,000, When the Gurkha!
was sunk, for instance, all but 14,
men were rescued.

Virus Disease
Affects Plants

Plant diseases may be divided In-
to three main groups: itic
cdiseases, physiological disorders, and
virus diseases. Parasitic diseases are|

caused by fungi and bacteria which |

live as parasites in or on the host|
plants, Physiological disorders
sult when ‘the soil does not provide
all the material necessary lor nor-|
mal growth or when some other en-;
viroment condition is unsuitable to
the plant, Virug diseases arise 1rom
causes within the plant itself. They

are brought about by the introduc-T4

tion into the plant of a - substance
which stimulates the plant to create
within itself more of this same sub- |
stance. This substance is caled 8
virus and there are hundreds ol |
viruses affecting different kinds ol |
plants. Some viruses can cause dis-|
case only in a few closely re.ated|
kinds of plants, while others atfect
a wide variety.

Some of the diseases caused by |
viruses are of great economic im-|
ortance, states T, B. Lott, Domin=|
ion Laboratory of Plant Pamm«:gy,'
Summerland, B. C. Little is known
of the nature of the viruses them-
selves, but they are believed to  be
very complex proteins which - have
the ability, on being introduced nto
a susceptible plant, of stimulating it |
to produce more of thesame Kind
of substance. The effects of tl
substances within plants are cx
sed as definite symptons of d
on the foliage, fruit or limbs, Vir
diseases, are, therefore, classiited a

cording to the symptoms they pro=|

duce. Mottling, puckering and dis=

| tortion of the leaves are frequently |inere:

observed. Affected plants are otten
stunted. Some plan produce
great number of weak, spindly
shoots. In general, plants are weak-
ened and in many cases are of no
further commercial value,

It is not known how viruses came
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clear that a plant becomes dis~
d only when

aiscased plant. Insects, especially
aphids and leaf-hoppers are  very
important carriers, and some viruses
can only be gpread by a particu ar
insect. Virus diseases are aiso spread
by grafting and even by handiing
aiseased and healthy plants,

In general, there is no cure for a
virus disease, therefore, control is
based on avoiding or reduc.ng &l
possible chance of infgetion, Diseas-
ed plants should be removeq and
burneq because, in some diseases,
dried leaves may carry a virus for a
long period, Insects, especially ap-
hids, should be controlled. In ‘ree
fruits every effort should be made
to propagate only frem  hea.thy
plants,
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
